PRINCIPAL GRANT: You ask mo why 
may not an organic union of Protestantism 
in Canada take place by the year 1900, and 
1answer by saying that I would prefer not 
to fix a date.

Others might wish to postpone it 
for a century, and others are satisfied with 
the present condition of things in which 
they see the spirit of union gaining 
victories notwithstanding, it may bo 
partly because of, outward disunion.

They cannot be 
ignored, and it seems to me, therefore, 
that it would be beet to divide them; that 
is, that the union cause should be satisfied 
with taking one step at a time, and that it 
should move along the line of least resist.

What are the difficulties in the way? 

These are very much of the same kind that 
kept the two great Presbyterian churches 
apart for a long time. They may be 
summed up in the one word historical. But 
the spirit of Christ and the sense of what 
the b . Interests of the country required 
triumpae over them in the one case, and 
those forces shall surely triumph again still 
more signally. O that one might live to 
see the day ! Remember, however, it is of 
no use to shut our eyes to the difficulties. 
How great they are may be seen 
when we consider that we in Canada have 
already accomplished a greater measure of 
union than is to be found either in Britain 
or the United States. Take Scotland for 
instance; there we see the Free Church and 
the U. P. Church existing side by side for 
nearly 50 years, and though to an outsider 
they appear absolutely identical, and even 
to have a bond of union in a common atti- 
tude of opposition to the Established 
Church, it has been found impossible to 
unite them. Well, the daughter churches 
have shown the way to their respected 
mothers. Can we not also show the way to 
a Christendom distracted with divisions, 
and at its heart longing for peace?

What steps should be taken at first? 
Let the supreme courts of the two churches 
appoint committees to consider the matter, 
with power at the outset to agree on such 
points as non-interference with each other 
in mission fields at home, in the Northwest 
especially, and abroad; with power also to 
take united action with regard to certain 
other points, such as Sabbath observance 
and Christian education, and to arrange 
acharne ot mutual eligibility of pastors,

The Inter-State Commerce Commission 
has decided that the reduction in grain 
rates west of the Mississippi shall be 3 
cents per 100 pounds to the Missouri River 
point*, and 2 cent* per 100 pounds to the 
Northwest, and not more than 15 per cent, 
shall be charged for the transportation of 
wheat above what is charged for the trans­
portation of corn.

The Schenectady locomotive works are 
compelled to refuse orders for engines to 
be finished within a year, as they have 
orders on their book* which will keep them 
busy for that length of time. Full night 
and day gangs are working. The capacity 
of the works has been increased in the past 
two years from 300 a year to 600, or two 
locomotives of each working day.

The cylinders of the locomotives on the 
Central Pacific Railroad are being used to 
increase the supply of air to the brakes. 
This is done by reversing the locomotive 
when it is running ahead, causing the 
cylinders to act as air compressors, driving 
large quantities of compressed air into the 
air pipes and reservoirs. To do this a pipe

LONDON, July 25.—The News gives the 

following details of the recent riots at 
Erzroum: On June 20 the soldiery were 
ordered to disperse Rome Armenians who 
were holding a meeting in a churchyard. 
The soldiers began a massacre of 
the Armenians and the Turkish popu­
lace joined in the attack. The shops 
and houses of the Armenians were pillaged. 
The sack lasted four hours. The British 
consulate, at which on the same night a fete 
was being given for the benefit of poor 
Armenians, was stoned and its gates 
and windows broken. The consul 
and the members ot hi* family took 
refuge in the cellars of the building 
and the fete was abandoned. The American 
mission served as a refuge for 50 fugitives. 
Numbers of Armenians relying on the 
promises of Turks to escort them to places 
of safety were murdered in the streets. 
Fifty bodies have been found, mostly of 
persons who were bayoneted. Three 
hundred and fifty persons were wounded and 
100 are missing. —________
