’l rare books.
| Books, especially, such as relate to
{ Canadian history, travels and biogra-

| the different trades in your locality;
! general history; works on political
i economy, and the best class of «clean,
i imaginative litérature. The poets and
' dramatists should find a-corner in your
| library; works on the field and forest,
agricultural chemistry, and kindred
| subjects should receive special atten-
| tion from your board.

Such a library womld be useful and
have a special claim on all who desire
to see your city advance to the front
rank and keep pace with other. cities,
| not only in Canada but in the United
States, in art, §cience and technical
education.

The advantages of such a library are
i many. They are the people’s univers-
'_ity; they help on the cause of edu-
i cation and promote public virtue. Thelr
ilnﬂuence is on the side of order, self-
respect and general enlightenment.
i They are the literary parks where all
| can enjoy themselves; they are supple-
mentary to the common schools for
{ supplying the masses with what de-
| fective training or limited means may
{ have deprived them of.
| I look upon such a liorary as the
best possible agency and material aid
which can be devised. Jiewed from
i the commonest standpoint, looked at
in the 'light of dollars and cents, :
:maintain that such an institution is a
