CRICKET
CURVED BOWLING.

J. B. King, who bowled with such 
success with the Philadelphia team, 
which recently returned from Great 
Britain, has revolutionized that depart­
ment of the game in England, or at 
least started a movement which will 
eventually cause a great change in the 
professional bowling there. He has 
mastered the curve so commonly used 
by baseball pitchers, but almost un­
known in cricket. In fact, the players 
in England have claimed that it was 
impossible to get on any curve if the 
ball is ibowled and not thrown. The 
fairness of King's delivery is unques­
tioned. however. Several cricketers can 
curve the ball, but only coming in 
from leg. and. usually bowling “round- 
the-wicket.” King says that this curve 
is of little use. It is the ball that 
curves in from the off that proves ef­
fective: and when the ball curves that 
way and breaks at the same time it is 
almost impossible to play it, as Ran- 
jitsinhji, the prince of batsmen, found 
to his cost in the match at Brighton.
