—The Port Huron Herald says: 
John Beggs, Jun., of London, and 
Emma Duncan, of Brantford, were 
married Monday afternoon in the 
county clerk's office by Judge George.

—The trustees of the Protestant 
Orphans' Home held their monthly 
meeting at the home on Monday after­
noon. In the unavoidable absence of 
the president, Mr. McCallum, the chair 
was taken by Mrs. Morphy, who pro­
ceeded with business, first calling for 
the several reports, which all proved 
satisfactory. Other business trans­
acted was of a routine nature, the

aims and objects of the Irish Benevo­
lent Society, an association founded on 
the three great principles—faith, hope 
and charity. Referring to what Irish­
men have accomplished for the em­
pire, he said that when Gen. Buller 
had failed to bring the Boer war to a 
speedy conclusion, it was Robots, an 
Irishman, who had gone out and car­
ried it on successfully, while to an­
other Irishman, Kitchener, had fallen 
the task of finally securing peace. In 
this work their chief helpers included 
Methuen, French and White, all Irish. 
Speaking of Ireland, Dr. Wilson said 
there were signs that England would 
yet give to the Emerald Isle the jus­
tice which should have been accorded 
it one hundred years ago. Dr. Wilson 
then made a short reference to the 
charitable work of the society, which 
in its distribution of Christmas cheer 
recognizes no class, color or creed dis­
tinctions. He closed with a hope 
that, while Canadians would continue 
to foster their love for their respective 
native lands, through the medium of 
national societies, they might all unite 
to form the greatest society of all—a 
society of Canadians.

The other important address was 
that given later in the evening by Mr. 
T. J. Murphy, the society’s able vice- 
president, in replying to the toast of 
"Canada." He said that while his 
theme was a great and an inspiring 
one, he felt that he could not do it jus­
tice, so he would not entrench upon 
the time of his hearers by speaking 
longer upon it. He wished, however, 
to enter a protest against some rather 
disparaging remarks, which previous 
speakers had made about Gen. Buller. 
Gen. Buller, said Mr. Murphy, was a 
most popular man with the army. His 
action in advising Gen. Geo. White to 
make terms with the Boers was one 
showing his concern for the men of 
the army, for he deemed that resist­
ance must be hopeless, and he did not 
wish to see more men sacrificed. 
Speaking of the foremost part taken 
by Irishmen In South Africa, Mr. 
Murphy said that they had there 
helped to give to the Boers the home 
rule that their own country was de­
nied. Home rule is not independence, 
as some thought, but self-government, 
as Canada enjoys it. Mr. Murphy drew 
a parallel between Ireland today and 
Canada under the Family Compact. 
Canadians rebelled in 1837; yet today 
the empire has no more loyal defend- 
ers. Mr. Murphy, In closing, said that 
one of the secrets of the success of 
the Irish Benevolent Society was that 
an astute business man was always 
chosen as secretary, and he mentioned 
Mr. William Mullins, who has recently 
gained merited promotion In the rail­
way world; Mr. John Stevely, now 
a vice-president of the society, and 
Mr. H. P. Sharpe, the present secre­
tary. On the latter, said Mr. Murphy, 
devolved most of the hard work in 
connection with the society, and to 
him was due a preponderant share of 
the credit for whatever success was 
enjoyed by the present picnic or the 
enjoyable banquet of last spring.
