Rev. Joseph W. Hibbert, who was
born in England, came to Canada at
the age of 17 vears. He graduated in
the theology from Victoria college,
Toronto, in 1898, and was ordained
the same vear into the Methodist
ministry. After being chairman of
the Wingham district for six years
and chairman of the Windsor district
for four years, Mr. Hibbert was
elected in 1921 as president of the
London conference. He attended as
a delegate the general conferences
of the church at Ottawa and at To-
ronto, and was chosen as one of the
London conference representatives on
the first general council of the United
Church of Canada.
