General and the Countess of Aberdeen.

Ever since the invitations have been out

the most elaborate [preparations have been
going on to make the event as perfect as
possible. For several days ' a large
force of men has been busy put-
ting down a dancing floor, arrangin,

the supper room and other details,
on a grand scale under the superintendence
of Mr. George Bishop, while the adorning of
the walls and ceiling with flags and bunting
has been under the very able charge of Chief
Yeoman Yates, of H.M.S. Royal Arthur,
who with a force of bluejackets changed the
whole appearance of the place.

One can well imagine how lovely was the
scene presented of a ballroom 110 feet long
70 feev wide, enclosed in effective designs
of flags of all nations and with a delight-
fully smooth and springy floor for dancing.

No less than 1,850 flags were used in prepar- [

ing the hall. The galleries having been
joined at the ends gave a promenade all
around the hall, and from them one could
look down on the brilliant scene in the ball
room or the supper room—a spacious apart-
ment, with seats ab the tables for 230 people
at once. Besides this the men’s room of the
B.C.B.G.A. had been turned into a
buffet for the ooccasion, and there
were also card rooms and plenty of
pleasant resting places. The officers’ rooms
were transformed into a fine dressing room
for the ladies ; while the gentlemen’s dress-
ing room was just bo the right of vhe main
entrance. The supper room was extremely
beautiful, the tables laid out temptingly and

merry throng of dancers left the scene and
assuredly all were delighted with the kindly
hospitality ot Canada’s Governor-General
and the Countess of Aberdeen. Victoria
wili nobt soon forget this event, but will
remember it loog hence with pleasure and
retain a lively memory of the kindly host
and hostess. *

Defence Insist That There Was No
Infraction of the Behring
Sea Act.

Evidence and Argument Concluded
Yesterday—Judgment in the Shelby
Case Friday.

The cese of the Crown against the
schooner Beatrice was tried yesterday in the
Admiralty court, Chief Justice Davie pre-
siding. In opening for the Crown, Hon. C.
E. Pooley, Q C., stated that the reason for
the seizure was an infraction of article 5 of
the first schedule of the Behring Sea Act,
1894, the master of the schooner having
neglected to enter in the official log as re-
quested by the section the number of seals,
their sex and the places where they were

ptared. For this reason the cutter Rush
seized the schoomer on Auguss 20, and she
was subsequently handed over to H.M.S.
Pheasant and sent home under seizare.

Lieut. Ballinger, second lieutenant of the
Rush, stated in the witness box that he had
boarded the Beatrice on August 20 in lab.
54° 54’ 03" N. and long. 168° 31’ 21” W.
He found that the official log had not been
entered up since August 14,and that 64
sealskina were by that log book shown to be
on the vessel, while there were really 147
skins on board. He reported to Captain
Hooper, of the Rush, this discrepanoy, and
the omission in the log, and the vessel was
[forthwith seized. Capt. Olesen, of the Bea-
‘trice, had asked to be allowed to make the
‘entries after the witness had examined the
vessel, but witness had replied that this
could not be permitted. The witness had
aleo examined the ship’s log. He believed
that a private account book had been pro-
duced by the captain, but did not examine
it, though the oaptain gave him to undsr-
stand that it contained the number of all the
skins on board. Witnees did not remember
the captain saying he was accustomed to en-
ter the number of ekins in the log from the
private book.

Lieut. Von Boskerck, of the Rush, also
gave evidence, to the effect thmt he found
147 skins on board the Boeatrice when she
was boarded on August 20, and this closed
the case for the Crown.

Mr. E. V. Bodwell and Mr. G. H. Barn-
hard, who appeared as counsel for the de-
fence, called as their only witness the master
of the Beatrice.

In opening, Mr. Barnard argued that there
had been no infraction of the Behring sea
act. The ceptain of tbe Beatrice would
show why the infermation in regard to the
skins had not been entered in the offioial
log between August 14 and the time of the
capture. The defence would also olaim
damages for seizure, and if the Court found
damages shonld be awarded, the defence
would ask that it be made a matter of refer-
ence,

Louis Oleson, captain of the Beatrice,
stated that during fine weather when the
boats were away from the schooner- sealing,
the captain. mate and cook only were left on
board to manage the vessel ; they made it a
rule to follow up the boats and keep them
in sight. If the weather was bad tge cap-
tain had to be on deok all day. He entered
the sealsking on a piece of paper as they
were brought in by the hunters, and then
entered the oateh in his account book, which
waa produced in court, The entries were
made in it from day to day. He pointed
oub the entries which included August
19, the skire numbering 147 altogether.
There were 55 seals taken on the 20th, the
day the vessel was seized, the total catch be.
ing 202. As to the official log he made the
entries of skins in it as he found convenient,
when he was not working the vessel, and
entered the positions in it from the ship’s
log. The last entry of this kind in the
official log was Auguet 14 The ship’s log
was entered up to August 19. From the
ship’s log he pointed out that the weather
from August 14 to 20 was mostly oloudy,
windy or foggy. From the state of the
weather he had to be on deck all day, but
would have made his entries in the official
log the first fine day. Neither he, the
owners nor the men oould have derived any
benefit from the entries not being made, He
had told Lieutenant Ballinger when the ves-
sel was boardad on the 20th August that he
had the full number of skins in his account
book and had produced the book. If he had
not basn seized e would have remained a
month longer in Behring sea and his ocabch
would, under ordinary ocircumstances, have
been about 800 skins. He did not know
that the skins must be entered in the official
log every day, as long as they were correct-
l{en'tond during the voyage. [The Mer-
chants’ Shipping act required the ship’s log
o be all entered up at least twenty-four
hours after arrival in port, and his license
did not specify that the sealskins must be
entered each day.

This was all the evidence.

Mr. E. V. Bodwell for the defence argued
that no offence had been committed by the
entry of the skins not being made in the
official log the same day they were taken.
According to the Merchante’ Shipping act
entries must be made in the log as soon
after their occurrence as possible, but did.
not specify that such entries had to be made
the very day. He quoted a large number of
authorities to prove that the words *‘ ag
soon as possible ’ meant within a reagonable
timé'governed by the circumstances of the
case. The object of the entries 1n the
officlal log was that the different govern-
mente might have a record of the seals
canght. Therefore a record made within a
reasonable time would be all that
WaS  necessary. There could be no
possible necessity for the entries to be made
day by day, provided the oaptain bhad an
accurate record from- which he oould enter
them in the official log within a reasonabls
time. Even if there were an offence, the
aot providing that the penal clauses of the
Merchant Shipping Act applied and made it
only a penalty of a fine on the master. He
also argued that the seizure was illegal and
therefore a oase for damages.

Mhe Court held that even in the event of
the seizure being irregular no case for dam.
ages could be brought against the naval

ficere. The matver might be one for com-
pensation if the Court found in favor of the

ooner. 3

Hon, Mr. Pooley, in reply to Mr. Bod.

had been quitie able to make his entries if he
had wanted to do so. The official log was a
most importsnt document, and it was de-
sirable thab the entries of the catches to be
perfootli'hdhouraﬁo should te wade immedi.
ately, e capbain’s neglect to make the
enteies was olearly ‘an infraotion of ‘the
Beliring vea act and justified’the seizare.
