Yesterday the legislative assembly
witnessed for the first time the specta-
cle of a Speaker resigning in the midst
of asession and the election of a new |y,
incumbent of that very important posi-
tion. It had been rumored for a fow
days previously that Mr. Speaker Hig-
giz;s intended to resign, and yesterday

this rumor became fact.

When the house met at 2 o’clock Mr.
Speaker Higeine, inststead of as usual
taking his place in the chair, sat in one
of the visitors’ seats on the floor.

Mr. Thornton Fell, clerk of the house,
took up his position at the desk used by
the chairman when the house goes into
committee and proceeded to read the
following:

“ SpEAKER’S Room, March 8, 1898.

“ Tothe Honorable Members of the Legis-

lative Assembly of British Columbia :

“ GENTLEMEN,—I hgave the honor to
place in the hands of the- clerk of the
house my resignation as Speaker of your
honorable body.

‘I beg to assure you that I highly av-
preciate the distinction which on three
occagions has been unanimously con-
ferred upon me, of presiding over your
deliberations; and while I feel that I
have fallen far short of the expectations
that were formed of my ability, I think
I may fairly elaim that I have at least
made an earnest effort to discharge the
difficult duties that attach to the position.

‘I thank you most sincerely for the
confidence you have reposed 1n me, and
for the consideration and forbearance
you have exercised towards my short-
comings. I hope in a less exalted, but
equally honorable, position on the floor

of the house to continue to work with
you for the advancement and progress of
:the province.

‘“ With sentiments of respect and
‘esteem, I beg to subscribe myeelf, your
obedient servant,

“D. W. HigGIns.”

The Premier rose in his place and an-

mnounced that he had already informed
the Lieutenant-Governor of the resigna-
‘tion of Mr. Speaker and had obtained
His Honor’s consent to the election of a
new speaker. The Lieutenant-Gover-
amor would be down at half-past two to
-assent to the election of a speaker by the
house. ThePremier was sure that both
sides of the house would agree with him
that the gentleman who had resigned
from the speakership had filled that
position well, without partiality and in
:an exceptionably fair and upright man-
ner. Both sides of the house the Premier
was sure would feel that Hon. D. W,
iHiggins had done his duty in the oner-
-ous position of speaker and would ex-
.press regret at his resighation.

Dr. Walkem cordially endorsed the
‘words of the Premier, and said it was

 «with regret that he heard the resigna-

‘tion. During the time he had been in
the house he had always found that the
duties of speaker had been performed in
a fair, upright and honest manner.
After gracefully expressing the neces-
sity that arose to choose a new speaker,
Dr. Walkem said he had great pleasure
‘in moving for the choice as speaker a
member well fitted to fill that position,
‘the member for North Victoria (Mr.
Booth)., He had much pleasure, there-
‘fore, in proposing that Mr., Boocth take
the speaker’s chair,

Mr. Booth, as is well known, had

‘had a great deal of experience in parlia-
mentary practice, and Mr. Smith had
full confidence that as Speaker Mr.
Booth would have the full confidence of
the house in his decisions.

Mr. Booth, while modestly expressing
his thanks for the nomination, said he
-would, if the choice of the house fell on
him, do his duty to the best of his
ability.

Mr. Semlin, leader of the opposition,
rose with a great deal of pleasure to wel-
come the proposal to make the member
for North Victoria Speaker of the house,
that gentleman being fully competent to
fulfil the duties of that position. But,
while doing go, and joining with those
who preceded bim in regretting the
resignation of Mr. Speaker, he would
like to know what were the reasons of
that gentleman for resigning. The hon.
member vacating the Speaker’s chair
must have some reasons for his action,
and Mr. S8emlin would like to know if it
was to express dissatisfaction with th_e
actions of the ., government. If so, it
would win the approbation of the whole
country.

The Clerk then put the question, and
Mr. Booth was elected Speaker unani-
mously and amid applause. £

The new Speaker was escorted to his
chair by Dr. Walkem and Mr. Smith,
and upon reaching the top of the steps
returned his thanks to the house for the
honor conferred upon him and promised
to do his best to degerve the confidence
reposed in him. He asked the indul-
gence of the house in case of anv mis-
takes he might make, ard hoped they
would consider the trying position he

was placed in by being called upon at so
short notice to take the chair in the
middle of the session after the house had
been presided over by such an able
Speaker as the gentleman who had just
vacated the chair. He felt, however,
that he could count on the support of
that gentleman and all the members of
(tihe bouse in his efforts to perform his
uty,

The Premier congratulated Mr.Speaker
on his appointment, and was sure that
the house conld place the fullest depend-
fuce on him as a fair and honorable
Speaker, whose decisions they wonld
fustain. He quite conceded that Mr.
Booth filled a difficult position by rea-
son of the able Speaker who bad pre-
ceded him, but was quite sure the oner-
ous duties would be discharged faithfully
and well. He moved that tbe hounse ad-

He said that
no matter whether one differed or agreed
with him politically bis many good
qualities were always recognized and a
preciated. His life was a grand example
to the youth of the province to stimu-
late and cheer them in their worthy am-
bitions.

AN UNFORTUNATE SLOOP.

H, M S. “ Algerine” After a Series of Mis-
haps Brings Up in a Chinese
. Drydock,

~ As briefly mentioned H.M.S. Algerine)
is now in the drydock at Tungkadoo, un-
dergoing the repairs rendered necessary
y her two recent accidents, sund as she
lies there, the erstwhile trim and ship-
shape little craft presents a forlorn and
battered appearance indeed. Hertop-
masts and yards have been sent down,
some of her boats are ashore repairing,
others are lying smashed on deck, while
sad havoc wrought to her bulwarks, close
by the break of the quarter deck on the
port side, shows the force of her impact
with the junk with which she recently
collided. But, bad as the state of affairs
appears from the edge of the duock, it is
nothing to what presents itself to the
visitoron his descending and going un-
derneath the vessel, Her starboard
bilge keel has completely vanished,
a Jong line of splintered woodwork,with
projecting rivets and jagged and
torn edges of copper sheathing, marking
where it once was. Her false keel has
also disappeared, only some four or five
feet of it just abaft the forefoot remain-
ing. Her port bilge keel has also been
wrenched out of shape, while all the
copper sheathing amidships is stripped
offand twisted about all over the place.
The repairs must necessarily occupy
weeks, if not months, and will, we
understand, cost at least £3,000.

It appears that after leaving Shanchai
on January 23, and while nearing Ting-
hai at a little after 3 a. m. the follosing
morning, she suddenly went ashore,
The boats were at once swung out, the
watertight doors closed and ammunition
hoisted up, and after bumping and bang-
ing about for about three-quarters of an
hour she managed to get off and pro-
ceeded on her way to Tinghai. On her
arrival there a court of inquiry was held
at once, followed by a court martia}, at
which both the captain and navigating
lieutenant were reprimanded.

The Algerine was built at Devonport,
and this, her first commission, has
proved terribly unfortunate so far. She
«commissioned on February 11, 1897.
When she started for the Far East she
experienced a very bad time of it, taking
eight days to make Gibralter from Ply-
wmouth, losing one boat and smashing
some others. Arrived at Malta the miss-
ing boat was replaced by the one just
smashed by the bows of the Ningpo junk.
Her troubles commenced out here with
the sad suicide of one of her officers.
Then on November 3 she got so far
aground on the Shanghai flats that at
low tide her bows were omnly in three
feet of water, and remained practically
high and dry for some hours. Next
came her two recent accidents, so that
she can hardly be called a fortuanate
ship. A trim little craft, speedy, of
light draught, and just the thing for
these waters, it will be a pity if , her
ship’s company do not discover the
Jonah in their midst and drop him com-
fortably overboard as soon as found,—

The steamer Thistle, which left Skag-
way on the afternosn of the 3rd inst.,
arrived here yesterday morning, bring-
ing a sack of Mounted Police mail and
one disgusted passenger. Capt. Butler
says that there is no excitement to speak
of in Skagway over the spinal mening-
itis epidemic, and that the people there
do not look upon the disease as a
plague.

Nothing of stirring interest -was en-
countered on the trip, except last Sun-
day, when {rom daylight until dark the
Thistle was passing a regnlar procession
of vessels headed north. Thirty-nineall
in sight of each other were counted.
Among them werethe Islander of Vic-
toria and the Geo. W. Elder of Portland,
seemingly engaged ina race. The Viec-
toria boat was in the lead and appeared
to be gaining. In response to the salute
of the Thistle the passengers aboard the
Islander joined in three rousing cheers.
The Amur of Victoria was also uphold-
ing its dignity in the procession.

The Corona was passed close to where
she went down about six weeks ago. It
was night time and none of the Tnistle’s
crew could make out her condition
though she seemed to be afloat.

Robert Cussack of Winnipeg, the one
passenger who came down, was in Skag-
way for some time, having abandoned
his original intention of going over the
trail in search of gold. He savs that
since the fine weather of the last few
days diseace has been on the decrease,
though the situation is not yet
by any means safe. The people of
Skagway, he says, endeavor to
ignore the danger of the disease
but it is there just the same. The Skag=
way papers in an attempt to allay the

fears published what was claimed to be
a correct list of those who had died from

any disease which might be described as

spinal meningitis, and that it was very

small. Mr. Cussack, however, had per-

sonal knowledge of several cases which

were not on the list. The disease, he

said, seemed to attack young men who

were physically not very capable. He

could not recall a case where a stout,

strong man had become a victim.
