Andifome Whe Thew Tobacco amd Take
Soulr.
From the New York Sun,

It Gen, Grant's use of tobacco was ex-
cessive, there are very many men in seem-
ing vigorous health, and of  very active
habits, who must regard l_;hem,»lnn ag
very intemperate users ot the stimulant.
Many men smoke more cigare a day, :
Gen, Grant was accustomed to do,although
physiciars #ay that it is not the number of
cigars so much as the strength of them that
affects the health, Among public men it
is-the exception to find one who does not
use tobacco in one form or another, some-
times in two ways, and aimost all of them
fiily believe that tobacoo does nob hurt
them, Judge Kellcy’s case has been cited
as one where cancer was caused by th,
excessive usé of tobacco, but he told the.
writer that the cancerous affection of the
cheek from which he suffered was due to
the habit he had of going to ‘sleep with a
quid of tobacco tucked into his cheek, and
res ing his head on that side. Judge
Kelley,.now 70 years old, smoked and used
the best fine cuv immoderately for fifty
years. The operation which he submitted
to i Paris resiored his healih, and he has
abandoned the habit.

Vice president Colfax for many years
smoked ten or fifteen very strong cigars
every day. He was suddenly attacked by
a serious vertigo while vice president, ana
he attributed it to the nurcotic poison, He
at once stopped smoking; yet Vice-presi
dent W.lson, who never used tobacco, was
stricken almost precisely as Mr, Colfax
was. Thelate Senate Carpenter frequently
smoked two boxes of cigars a week, and
his sudden collapse was aitributed, by
those who did not know how for twenty
five years he had burned the candle at boti
ends, to tbat habit. That Mr. Carpenter
should have lived to the age of 55 atte:
living a life of almost constant dgfiance o1
all the laws of health is regarded by those
who knew him as remarkable. Siro Dei.
mohico and Mr. Ives, a well-known manu
fatturer of New Haven, died of pericctly
well defined symptoms of narcotic poison-
ing, but both were well along in years,and
both were never without the stimulant.

Ex-President Arthur smokes less than
formerly, - lighting his cigar now seldom
before dinner, but when in the late night
bours he was busied with work his com-

anion was a cigar, somethimes three or

otr. Dr, Hamimond 8 reported to have
once said that genmerally three or four
cigars afier .dioner hagméd féw men of
average constitution, and Mr, Arthar
thonght the did him good. At all events,
sll his féskages- to congress were written
under’ the gentle &timulus of fragrant
Havana, Most of Mr. Arthur’s cabinet
offfeét’s wéfe good stickers, Mr. Fréeling-
hdyséii ‘did hot usé tobacco, though the
assistant secretary of state, Mr | Davis,
liked good cigars, and plenty of them. To-
bacco was the only thing that ever made
Sécretary Chandiér turn pale. It was a
rank poison to him, and though he tried
many years ago to overcome the evil
etfects; as became a good litician; yet he
néver could,  AlcoHol, except in dlmost
homeopathié doses of the very best wine,
.Eects%hiex-lecratary of the navy in the
saftic way, . But Gen, Greshatii was & great
smbker, He #moked on the public strests,
at his work, and whersvér He cotild; Sec-
retdry Teller liked a wc.igsr that would last
s long tidle and wis fiot very #trong.
Beetetary Limeoln smoked & good many
pretty stiff cigars every day, and Attorney
General Brewster liked one with body to it.
Gen, Sherman is a pretty constant
smoker, and he smokes, a8 he does eve{g-
thing'élse, with fiervoiis hiaste; so that the
cigar is more than half chewed up, Gen,
8heridan likes a good black Reina after
eaol medl, with one or two thrown in be-
twéen Wwhiles,

Nearly all the senators use tobacco, some
of them cohétbtitly. Vice-President Hen-
dricks likes a cigar, but he dearly loves the
sweet Detroit fine cut, which he buys in
bulk, A Perhaps Senator Fiye is the most
perdistent smoker of the semators. I
thefe bé a long session of the senate he will
ledve his seat'séveral times in the course
of it and retire to the cloak room for a
smoke. In his committés room-and other
places of umrestraint he frequently lights
one cighr &t the stub of another. Poker
Jack Bowen from™ Colorado emokes con-
stantly, and When hé can’t smoke he has a
paper of fine cut at hand. The two New
Hampshire senators, Blair and Pike, do
not usa tobacco, nor do Senators Dawes and
Rosr., The pvéw Sepator Chace of Rhode
Island does not smoke, but Mr. Edmunds
smokes a few choice cigars a day, and now
and then rolls a lJittle pill of navy plug
under his tongue. Both Senators Hawley
and Platt of «Connecticut are comsiant
smokers, Gen, Hawley not disdeining a
good old-fashioned chew. It is hardly
possible for any ove to smoke more, bigger,
or stronger ciga) s than the living skeleton
called Mahone dves, and his colléague,
Riddleberger, is an almost constant smoker,
All of ¢the southern sendtore, except Gor-
maa and Joe Brown, use tobacco, and
niost of them use itin two ways, Jones
of Florida is not particular about the
flavor of his cigars, and it is a standing
joke among semators when they get a
poor cigar to send it to him, He smokes
it as happily as though it cost a dollar,
Jones- of Nevada, on the ofher hand,

will smoke none but the best, and he:

makes away with ten or twelve every day,
Beck, aside from a few strong cigars «
day, likes "to. titillate his notriis with a
pinch of snuff now and then, but he does
notdo it so publicly a¢ Senator Thurman
did, Young Senator Kenna is a great
smoker, and John Logan puffs fiercely at
big, black cigars. Jobn Sherman smokes
little cigars, light colored, and has them
made specially tor him. Ben Harrison
likes a pipe in his ¢ffice, but is more often
seeuw on the street witn a cigar thao withous
ome,” Sénator C:n rer likes to smoke three
cigars: a day.
