. The Story of the Deal.

This important question baving been
guieted, Lawyer Shilton proceeded to ex-
amine Mr, Millar. The examination may be
summarized in the form of a connected story.
Mr. Millar’s position in regard to the matter
was somewhat anomalous. E. A. Macdonal
in the first place “tame to Millar and Te-
quested his services, and, baving secured
Lirm, told hiin the whole story of bis receipt
of a check for $4000 from Marshall, of his
having - photographed the check and
indeed his whole connection with the
matter. At Macdonald’s suggestion he
sent Coleman a note. He could not
say why Coleman was selected to be negoti-
ated with. That was something in Mac-
donald’s mind that he could not answer for.
Macdonald did not at any time make threats
to publish the vphotograph of the check or
make use of the information of which he
was possessed. Nevertheless Millar told
Coleman that he believed ‘Macdonald would
procure their publication. a

John Ross and His Little Chisel.

In fact, a paragraph appeared in the 5
o'clock edition of The Telegram of Monday,
the Z7th, hinting at the giving of the check
end -the existence of a photograph of it. In
the 6 o’clock eaition of the paper this para-
graph was blurred and obliterated so that it
could not be deciphered. His two clients
never saw each otuer, although frequently in
his office at the same time. Macdonald
wanted $15,500, although Mr, Millar had
favored him with his opinion that that was
altogether too much. He knew no man in
Toronto whose services were worth that
amount of money. Coleman refused to meet
Macdonald, but Millar communicated Mac-
douald’s terms and intentions to Coleman.

. Whether the contracting parties were in

. earnest in their negotiations or not Mr. Mil-
lar would not venture an opinion. However,
Coleman appeared to be ready to pay
over the money if he got the

kind of an agreement from
acdonald. . In answer to a question why

Coleman should have been wiiling to give

Macdonald $15,500 the witness said he sup-

posed it was **to 1emove a disturbing element

Our Future Mayor,

And here came in an explanation of the
Baron’s statement, which he attributed to
Millar,as to the way in which James Frederick
would trifle with an cath if his own interests
were imperilled by the truth. The witness
explained that by saying that Coleman’s
sentiments on that point were not otlfeueral
applicatiol but related to acdon-
ald entirely. His belief respecting that
gentleman are that any tactics were justi-
tiable in dealing with him.,
What Interest Had Coleman?

Mr.- Shilton pressed the witness to state
what supreme interest Coleman had in the
matter. The only interest he had
was as 8 friend of Marshall He
was also pressed as to Whether
Coleman consulted any other solicitor during
the negotiations, but he took refuge in the
plea of “privilege” as Coleman’s solicitor
and refused to answer that ques-
tion. He admitted, however, accom-

nying Coleman to Mr. Laidlaw’s office.

he witness was then asked was Mr, Laidlaw
a friend of Mr. Marshall, too. ‘‘Oh!” was
the answer, ‘‘he seems to be the solicitor of
everybody on the quiet.”

The witness distinctly testified that Mac-
donald used no threats that he would publish
what he knew unless he received money.
Macdonald simply said: *‘As soon as you
(Millar) tell me you have $15,500 in your
bands for me I will sign this letter,” mean-
ing the one published above. He would also
make an affidavit of the number of photos
in existence. However, by Saturday there
seemed no chanceof the parties getting to-
gether and Macdonald toid Millar he would
write a letter to the hglyor. enclosing the
photo of the check and other documents

band information he had. This was not put

in the form of a threat, but was made as a
declaration. Coleman then sent a telegram
to Macdonald at Bellamy, telling him
to be on haud on Monday morning, but not
stating where or when the meeting was to
take place.

Telling His Story First,

He believea now that that telegram was
sent by Coleman to gain time to get into toe
papers with his story first. Coleman
throughout the negotiations did mention
more than once that- he would
have to see otuer parties, but did
not mention the names of any of the mem-
bers of the Kiely-Everett syndicate. The
witness did not know who he meantif he did
not mean Marshail.”

This was the substance of Mr. Millar’s
long examination. L

John B. Snetsinger, a reporter on The
Empire, was the next witness called for the
plaintiff. He was called to testify that
when be visited Macdonald to get an ex-
planation of vhe meaning of the letter to his
solicitor withdrawing from the suit Mac-
donald had refused to do so on the ground
of his triendship for Marshall. Tonen
Mr. Cassels took the witness in band and
extracted from him the information that
Macdonald had urged him to go to Coleman
and tell him that he had heard rumors of
checks or photographs of checks which
were to be sent to  the Mayor.
Macdonald showed him the edge of the
photo of the check. The witness, however,
consulted with City Editor Burrows, who
advised him not to tell Coleman anything,
but take any statement that he might have
to make.

During the course of theexamination there
were several tifts between Messrs. Shilton
snd Millar on the question of privilege,
the former contending that the lat-
ter could mnot claim privilege as
he was acting for both parties,

The Truth Will Out,

A citizen who knows what he is talking
about assured The World yesterday that
even if the Mayor consented to sign the
agreement and the council refused to order
an investigation there would still be an ac-
tion to restrain the bylaw being executed
and.the road handed over. “There is evi-
dence to implicate some of the aldermen and
a lawyer is working on the facts. We are
going tosee the truth out; but let the pres-
ent turmoil go on. It may in a day or two
shake the truth out without anyone taking
action on his own account.”

What Conviction Will Mean

If bribery of an alderman is developed, as
indicated above, it will mean that the guilty
ones, bribers and bribed, will go to jail, as
did Jake Sharp and his aldermanic friends in
New York. Bluff and bluster and bull-dosing
will not save them.

Why This Indecent Haste?

Theroad is paying $500 a day to the city,
so says Mr. Laidlaw, and thoare is no reason
for this unwonted insistence of the syndicate.
If the city is committed to the deal and it
there has been mno bribery Kiely-Everett-
Mackenzie will get their dues. They cannot
be kept out of their rights, but they cannot
bull-dose. The citizens of Toronto, notwith-
standing the cries of The Mail and The
Telegram to the contrary, are not urging
undue haste. They want to know all about
this sale of their best asset. Right will be
done, but let the air be first cleared. No one
shouid te so anxious as the syndicate to go
about the deal in a. deliberate honorable
way.

Demand a Searching Enquiry,

Mapras, Ipdia, Aug, .6.—Though. the
Monsoon set in some time ago in some parts
of India, dispelling all fears of a railure of
crops in that portion of the country where
the rains had fallen, there has beep no rain-
fall in the Chingleput and North Arcat
districts, in this presidency, and all hopes
of averting a famine have been aban-
doned, The heat i unprecedented.
The standing grain and other crops have
succumbed to the long drought, and ail are
withered and burned. Aiready the effects
of the scarcity of food are being felt,
and there 1s great suffeming among
the - inhabitants  of those districts. Many
deaths from starvation have been re-
ported. It is also impossible to get food for
the cattle, the pasture lands being devoid of
grasses, and in many places the streams have
dried up, rendering it impossible to get water
for them. Horses, cows, donkeys and other
live stock are dying in large numbers. = It is
not only the poorer classes of the population
that are suﬁermitrom the scarcity of food,
many natives of high caste are making ap-
plication to authorities for relief to keep
themselves and their families from starva-
tion.

meant by ‘*tolls” and as to where the
$100,000 had gone, After some hesitation he
said that the money had been paid through
the intervention of N. 8.

He was again pressed for a-statement as to
who had received the moncy, but again he
hesitated, saying that the charges were very

Mr. Lonergan, one of the directors ‘of the
company, was present and said he knew noth-
ing of any corrupt diversion of money.

Mr. Barwick, representing the OUntario
Bank, said he could prove that $117,000 had
been corruptly expended by the Mercier Gov-
ernment and its friends; of this amount
$75,000 had passed through the hands or Mr.
Pacaud.

The Senate this afternoon a resolu-
tion to authorize the Senate Railway Com-
mittee to order the production of papers and
the examination of witnesses on oath for the
purpuse of investigating the charges of
boodling presented by .Mr. Barwick against
the Mercier Gevernment.

TETU ALSO SUSPENDED.

Frauds and Forgeries Saild to Have Been
Discovered in Manitoba-~Alleged
Mautilation of Documents,

OTTAWA, Aug. 6.—This morning at the
Public Accounts Committee, Mr. Mulock
complained of the mutilation of documents
produced in response to orders. It was de-
cided to inquire into this highly important
matter.

Captain Bowie of the Ottawa River Navi-
gation Company testified that he hasseen the
yacht Joe of Arnoldi’s tow dredges.

American and British Capital Being In-
vested at Sudbury.

SupBURY, Aug. 6.—Activity in the nickel
industry has of late been steadily increasing
and solid progress is' being made.

MANY MET DEATH IN A SMOKING CAR

Frightful ColMlision on the West Shore
Near Syracuse—Eleven Killed and
- @ Score Injured.

Syracusg, N.Y., Aug. 6.—This morning
a freight train on the West Shore Railway,
going west, broke in two between Port
Byron and Montezuma, and the fast express
train, No. 3, dashed into its rear. The fire-
man on the passenger ‘train was killed. Ten
Italians en route to Niagara Falls in the
smoking car and Michagl Bergin, fireman
were killed. Thirty or forty others in the
same car were injured. The sleeping car
was burned. All the passengers were rescued.
The injured were brought to Syracuse and
are being cared for.

A dense fog prevailed over Montezuma
marshes and enveloped the trains and tracks.
The scene at the wreck is described as, ter-
rible. At 9 o’clock a wrecking train brought
the killed and wounded here, and ambu-
lances, police patrol wagons and hacks made
a mournful procession ‘through the crowded
streets to the hospitals and undertakers’
rooms. Engineer Patrick Ryan of Buffalo
bad his chest crushed and he is in a hospital
here. Of the 20 Italians in the smoking car
only one escaped injury, and be was on the
platform, usually considered a place of the
greatest danger. Seventeen injured Italians
were brought to Syracuse.

The Italians came from Tompkins Cove,
Rockland County, and were on their way to
Niagara Falls to work on the tunuel there,

Benjamin E. Pitts of 21 East ldth-street,
New York, musical director of the Uncle
Isaac Company, was in the smoking-car.
He was badly bruised and shaken but is not
seriously burt. Jobn P. Schultz, property
man of the same company, was also bruised
considerably, ‘but escaped serious injury.
Engineer Ryan’s left shoulder is dislocated.
He is deliricus and is internally, injured.

Anunknown Italian died at” House of the
Good Shepherd while his leg right was being
amputated. Of the 11 killed the only body
prought here was that of Fireman Borgen.
