The Girl Saw Her Father Take the Rifle 
to she Barn and In Trying to Prevent 
Him Taking Hie Own Life le Killed 
by the Same Ball That Caused Her 
Parent’s Death. "

Springfield, Miss., May 12. —Warren 
G. Butterworth, aged 70, of Warren, com­
mitted suicide this afternoon about 1 o’clock 
by shooting himself through the head with 
a rifle.

His daughter Emma, aged 23, who was 
trying to prevent her father from killing 
himself, received the bullet in hep brain 
after it had passed through her father’s 
head, and she died at 3.30 o’clock.

Mr. Butterworth had been in ill-health 
of late and despondent, and insanity is sup­
posed to hare been the cause of the suicide. 
He told a neighbor earlier in the day that 
he intended to kill himself, and Mr. Butter- 
worth’s eons were notified.

A physician was sent to the house, and 
he was there when the deed was done, but 
was not near enough to prevent it.

Mr. Butterworth had gone about town 
early in the day, saying that be intended 
to kill himself. He tried to buy a casket 
and engage pallbea 

He said that he was growing old, that it 
tired him to climb the hill to his house, and 
that at church he could not hear the ser­
mon well, fls talked to the phy 
had been summoned, and suddenly seized 
his rifle and ran for the barn. His daughter 
and the doctor started in pursuit.

The daughter reached her father just as 
he entered the barn and caught him by the 
right arm. f

He placed the muzzle of the rifle in his 
month with his left hand and pulled the 
trigger. There was a loud report, and both 
father and daughter fell to the floor. The 
bullet had gone through Bntterworth’s head 
and entered the left eye of the daughter, 
penetrating her brain.

She lived for about an hoar, but did not 
regain consciousness. Mr. Butterworth 
was dead before he struck the floor.

The Butterworth family is one of the 
oldest in town. The dead man was an 
earnest Christian, a member of the Congre­
gational Church and beloved and respected 
by alL The dean daughter was an active 
worker in the church. A widow and three 
children survive.

formal as to time, but 
from the fact that the tenderer bids for 
Bermudez, when the Engineer asks for 
Trinidad asphalt—and it is very questionable 
whether the Engineer would advise its ac­
ceptance.

We have every reason to believe that the 
work of this company has proved satisfac­
tory in every particular. We have been the 
first local company to operate in Canada, 
nnd we have only Canada to work in; the 
fact should not be overlooked that Canadians 
cannot operate as contractors across the line, 
as some of us have experienced, without 
sacrificing our nationality, and it does seem 
a hardship that in the face of a strong local 
competition (there being no less than three 
asphalt companies located here, wnere one 
can do all the work), this twice informal bid 
of the Detroit firm is entertained.

Trusting this apology will be deemed suffi­
