edge. The Bedford was slightly dam-
aged. The total loss will probably
reach $150,000.

Spokane, Wash., Aug. 5.—Among the
losers at the fire at Sprague, Wash.,
are Northern Pacific, $750,000, made
up as follows : 24 locomotives and 54
freight cars, $350,000; machinery, ete.,

grain warehouse, oil and oil ware -
houses, $75,000. There was also half a
mile of track destroyed and about
seven tons of coal and five thousand
cords of wood, with the coal bunkers
and wood sheds.

HAMILTON POLIOCE BLAMED,

For Not Acting Promptly and Arresting
John C. Emory.

Buffalo, Aug. 5.—The local police
authorities are much exercised over
the carelessness or incapacity of the
authorities in Hamilton, Ont. John C.
Emory, whose right name is Emory
Strong, is wanted here fér the ab -
duction of O. O. Cottle, an aged law-
yer, who, it is claimed swindled Em-
ory in collusion with Emory’s brother,
Carlton Strong, a local architect, and
others of over $17,000. To force Cottle to
disgorge, Emory and an accomplice,
named McDonald, alias Allen, enticed
Cottle to a vacant house in the west-
ern section of the city, tied him
up in the cellar, and forced him to
write to his family to pay a large sum
of money. Before this was obtained
Cottle, at the end of two days, secur-
ed his freedom, and Emory and Allen
who had been conducting negotiations
with Cottle’s family from Fort Erie
decamped. :

Police in all the Canadian towns
were instructed to keep g look-out for
the pair, but nothing came of it. A few
days ago, Allen, or McDonald, came
to this city and menewed his attempt
to secure money ffom Cottle, He was
arrested at the hotel and at once sent
a message to Emory at Hamilton. Po-
li}:-le Superintendent Bull learned of
this,

He sent telegrams to the Hamilton
police, giving a complete description
of Emory, and also telling them to
trace the address to which Allen sent
a telegram, and to arrest the man
who received fit.

The Hamlilton police were unable to
do even this, so Emory, who had
doubtless learned through the press
dispatches of his partner’s arrest in
Buffalo, made good .his escape. There
is no doubt he is in Canada now.

Remedial Order, as well as its sugges-
tion regarding an investigation, have
been entirely ignored by the Domin-
on Government, its latest communi-
cation would seem to savor somewhat
of insolence. The Dominion Govern-
ment should be informed in the most
unmistakeable language that the Pro-
vince of Manitoba declines to be an
actor in the farce which the Ottawa
combination is now putting on the
boards. The Province of Manitoba
has nothing whatever to do with the
execution of the judgment of the Im-
perial Privy Council. That -judgment
was simply a declaration that certain
privileges enjoyed by the Roman Cath-
olic minority having been affected by
the legislation of Manitoba in 1890,
that minority have a right of appeal
to the Dominionh Government and Par-
liament. The obligation to ascertain
whether facts and circumstances jus-
tified the Manitoba Legislature in
withdrawing the privileges manifest-
ly lay upon the Dominion Government.
They made no effort to obtain the ne-
cessary information; they made no
inquiry into the facts or circumstan-
ces. They simply acted like a pack
of reasonless and obsequious lackeys
on an expression in the judgment of
the Privy Council, without, in the
first place, 'asking whether the Privy
Council was' not exceeding its func-
tions and infringing on theirs by us-
ing such an expression. Neither have
they made the slightest attempt to
. demonstrate, by argument or by a ci-
tation of facts, that the action of
Manitoba was on the merits unsound
or ‘unjust, politically, economically or
morally. They have simply abdicated
all their rights and obligations to make
independent investigation and to exer-
cise independent judgment on the mer-
its, and have made a peremptory de-
mand on this province to rescind leg-
islation which has been declared by
the highest authority to he_entirely
constitutional and within its right to
enact. ¥ omaes Bl
The Farce Should Cease.

“The feeling of the people here 971
that the whole farce should now cease.

long, arched passageway which leads
to Front-street. Thus, the danger to
vast crowds passing over the level
crossings at York-street will be in a
measure done away with.

Already the new entrance gives an
impression of striking magnificence.
Immense marble pillars have
erected in the Front-street vestibule,
and the work of decoration will follow
immediately.

The dnternal Arrangements.

Passing from thence upon the great
glass-roofed span which bridges the
new thoroughfare, Station-street, cne
enters the vast chamber that is to be
the general waliting room. Here a
bevy of workmen are busy in laying
on the terra cotta stucco work which
is to be the basis of the decorations.
Opening off it are the lavatories, offices
and ladies’ waiting rooms, all in vari-
ous stages of construction.

The outgoing and incoming passen-
gers still enter through the old a:ch-
way in the station yard, back of the
Walker House, but this will in a few
months be a thing of the past. This
part of the station is to be devoted to
baggage in future, and for the further-
ance of this traffic a series of arch-
ways have been cut in the wall of
the old edifice. For the convenience
of the milk and fruit dealers, the erec-
tion of a new elevated. plat-
form -has been commenced at
York-street, on the north side of the
station, and soen this whole pcriion
of the station premises, which ferms
the thoroughfare of all entering the
station, will be closed to the public.

Little work has as yet been done in
the construction of Station-street, the
new roadway which is to run from
York to Simcoe-streets, immediately in
rear of the Walker House, and which
is to be spanned by the glass-roofed
bridge already mentioned. A gang of
workmen, however, have commenced
to lay the sewer on the new street.

2 The Two Bridges.

The ‘York-street bridge, which is to
span the tracks, between Station and
Esplanade-streets, has not yet been
commenced, and there is no certainty
as to when it will be. Its erection
rests with the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company. At the last meeting of
the City Council a resolution was pass-
ed ordering legal proceedings to be
taken against the company if the erec-
.tion of the bridge be not forthwith
commenced. %

‘The final span. of the bridge at John«
street remains still incomplete, as 1t
was -two months ago. The first two
spans, covering the Grand Trunk
tracks, have already been built, but
there is an unsettled dispute between
the two companies as to the final span
which will cover the C.P.R. tracks.
The city has in the meantime erected
a stairway Tfrom the bridge to the
ground for the convenience of wayfar-
ers. going to the waterworks. The C.
P. R.’s new freight shed on the water-
front, west of Simcoe-street, s being
rushed ahead, and the filling in of the
waterfront south of the Union Station
proceeds apace. The exhalations from
the tons of rubbish that are being used,
assail the nostrils of all who journey
in that neighborhood.

The lowest mark the water has
touched in the past 40 years was on
March 19, 1872, when it registered 16 1-2
inches below zero, and the highest was
on May 6, 1870, when it was 47 inches
above zero.

In some parts of the Western Gap
there is only nine feet of water, while
in other places, where the large ves-
sels pass through, there is only about
10 feet. A dredge starts to-day to
make the uniform depth of the west-
ern canal 13 feet.

A number of sailing vessels arriving
on Saturday and Sunday night ground-
ed in the Western Gap, and the mar-
iners are very indignant over the fact
that there is no signal light at the
Eastern Gap, as, if there was, there is
plenty of water there for all vessels'to
come through, and the Western Gap
could be almost done away with. The
sailors say that if they approach this
port after darkness on a calm day they
have either to anchor off the Island
until daylight, or else pay from $19 to
$25 to be towed to the western channel,
according to the tonnage of their ves-
sels. If there was a light at the east-
ern channel, they claim - that they
would not be put to this expense and
loss of time.

The World asked the harbormaster
yesterday why there was no light at
that point, and learned that the work
was yet in the hands of the Dominion
Government, to whom, he believed, ap-
plication had been made to have a
light put there, and looked after, but
for some inexplicable reason, the re-
quest had not been granted. The har-
bormaster thinks that the mariners:
complaint is a just one, and also that
it is dangerous for any vessel to try
and make the harbor by the Eastern
Gap while there is no light there.
