Taken on the whole, the proceedings
in No. 1 were distinctly in favor of E.
A. M. and his projects, but many
things may happen to modify public
opinion before Monday next.

The crowd that Deputy Returning
Officer John Burns and the candidates
for civic honors in No. 2 Ward faced
in Moss Park Rink was a good-natur-
ed one and free in its expression of ap-
proval or dislike of the candidates who
all shouted for economy and retrench-
ment in expenditures.

Doctor Thompson was for economy
with a big B, and claimed his ex-
perince on the School Board had
qualified him for the new honor he
seeks. His faith in the .aqueductors
was not very strong.

F. 8. Spence declared that he wants
refcrm that will make the administra-
ijor. of affairs cheaper and more ef-
fective, and announced his absolute
‘opposition to the city giving up any
of its franchises.

Isaac B. Johnson announced as-
sessment reform as the main plank
in his platform and then denounced
departmental stores, claiming that
some means should be devised for
their repression.

‘Whiteside, the present representa-
tives, and William H. Williams, Adam
Beatty and William Radcliffe.

Ex-Ald. Foster was the only speaker
that favored the aqueduct company.
All the new aspirants favored restric-
tion of the liquor traffic within rea-
sonable bounds.

The Biggest Ward of Them All.

The nomination meeting at Victoria
Hall, for Ward 3, was not largely at-
tended, but it made up in quality what
it lacked in numbers. After the poll
closed at 1 o’clock ex-Ald. N. L. Stein-
er took the chair. Then the ubiquit-
ous economical ratepayer began to
get his work in. ‘“Pro Bono Publico,”
“Vox Populi,” “Old Subscriber,’§““Veri-
tas,” “Constant Reader,” and\{“Citi-
zen,” were all on hand, and whén the
candidates got up to speak they had
their little say.

Ald. Bernard Saunders was the first
speaker. He had not been telling the
electors of his connection with the
Becard of Works and his belief that
the departments under its control had
bcen well managed for more than two
minutes before an economical rate-
payer arose and asked :

‘“What did it cost to send: Coady
and the Mayor to England ?”

Ald. Saunders did not know and then
“Veritas,” who had a white beard and
a pink necktie, called out :

“Do you favor the Curfew bell ?”

Ald. Saunders made a flippant reply
and was promptly informed that the
speaker was a ratepayer and entitled
to say what he liked to an alderman.

Ald. McMurrich followed with
figures to show that the city’s fin-
ances were improving; the debt. and
the expenditure had been gratly de-
creased. As soon as the rentals on
city property were brought up mat-
ters would be greatly improved.

“Pro Bono.Publico,”” who had a set
of lovely black whiskers, tried to put
the screws to the alderman on the
questions: of Ronald engines, Coady’s
trip and Mr. Mansergh. ;

Ald. McMurrich responded that Mr.
Mansergh was employed because the
public would not have been satisfied
with local talent, and answered *“Veri-
tas’ % Curfew bell query in the nega-
tive.

Ex-Ald. J. Enoch Thompson, the
next on the list, pledged himself to
ecconomy and thought the civic debt
should be reconstructed; the present
debentures accruing due should be
called in, new ones issued for ten
years without a sinking fund.

The whole horde of economical rate-
payers got satisfactory replies on all
topics from Mr. Thompson, and even
the pink-necktied ‘Veritas” was re-
warded with a protest against Ald.
Bates’' Curfew bell.

Then came Ald. Sheppard, who said
he had labored for two years conscien-
tiously without fear or fayor. He had
made mistakes, but they were honest
ones, and he thought that Ward 3,
which represented nearly one half of
the whole assessed value of city pro-
perty, should have shrewd business
men in the council. HFe belleved in
Torgnto; in fifty years, the whole city
debt could be wiped out by one tre-
mendous asset, the Island, which was
the greatest property the city owned.

To “Vox Populi” Ald. Sheppard de-
clared himself an economist and when
“Veritas”’ asked about the Curfew
tell he grew quite eloquent in protest
against Ald. Bates,saying that no man
shculd legislate for his children ‘‘who
had never known what it was to have
the arms of a child around his neck
nor the kiss of affection on his cheek.”

v-V1d Woallace Millichamp and ex-
Ald. J. B. Boustead., who are both
firhting for the seat vacated by Ald.
Skaw, combined to jump on their chief
rival to it ex-Ald. Enoch Thompson.
TrLey ripped his proposal to do with-
out ‘a sinking fund to pieces and said
it meant that ‘when the new deben-
tures came due the sheriff would take
possession. An economical ratepayer
with a red moustache asked many
embarrassong questions. Particularly
bitter were his queries about Mr. Bous-
tead’'s finaneial troubles. The young
mar. was hissed to his seat and Mr.
Boustead announced that he was a
clerk in the employ of J. Enoch
Thempson. Incidentally both candi-
dates informed. the persistent ‘“Veri-
tas” that they were opposed to the
Curfew bell.

Afterwards the proposers of candi-
dates and the ambitious ones who
went to be on the School Board spoke.

tent, undgterred by Chairman Walker,
who was good nature personified, mak-
ing no effort to restrain the speakers
or subdue their.interrupters.

Major Willlam Parsons, returning of-
ficer for the ward, closed the nomina-
tions at 1 p.m. and retired from the
scene, Mr. E. C. Walker was elevated
to the chair, and the”speechmaking
commenced, after a quarter of an hour
had been wasted in a discussion as to
the order in which the candidates
should speak.

Twelve gentlemen had nominated
each other for the Council and there
were four nominations for the Public
School Board. John Lester was . the
first aldermanic candidate “to. speak.
In a three-minute address he declared
in favor of the aqueduct, lower taxa-

tion and everything else by which citi- |

zens of No. 4 were to be benefited. He
was not a total abstainer;, but was in
favor of prohibition, he said, in reply
to Mr, Duncan Clark, who, as repre-
sentative of the united temperance
workers of Toronto, questioned each
candidate on those points.

For 20 minutes Ald. Burns spoke of
his doings in the past and his inten-
tions for the future. He had done
| nothing to oppose the aqueduct com-
| pany, but thought it unwise to give
|any pledge until Engineer Mansergh’s
{report was in the hands of the Coun-
eil.’ He was an abstainer, but not in
| favor of prohibition.
| Ald. Jolliffe favored the aqueduct “or
{any other duck that would bring
| money to the city.” He was a total
abstainer. The audience was next en-
tertained by Mr. John MoCaffery, a

gentleman with an engaging Hibern- |

ian accent and a deep-rooted conviction
| that, as Ald. McCaffery, he could bet-
ter the condition of the workingmen
of Ward 4. “’Dade I'm nof,” was his
'reply to the temperance question. Mr.

R. P, Hall expounded the single tax
doctrine, which is to be his platform,
and was followed by Ald. Hubbard,
the Chesterfleld of the Council, who
5capt'ured the hearts of the ladies pre-
‘eent by his eloquence. He declared
against the aquedwet scheme under
| the present auspices. Ald: Crane, who
| followed, took the same view. W, F.
Sexton dilated on the advantages which
| would accrue from the construction of
the aqueduot. After amusing the
| ecrowd for 156 minutes he gave place to
| Messrs. M. B. Alison and James Mec-
Laughlin, who retired from the field,
as Messrs. Duncan and Wilson had al-
ready done.

Barrister S. A. Jones, for whom his
friends predict a victory, was the
first School Board ecandidate to declare
himself. He made a meat three-minute
speech and was followed by Mr. 8.
Burns. Dr. Fisher and Mr. Taylor,
the other candidates, did not wait to
be heard.

Ont in the Fifth Ward.

The fire hall at the corner of Queen
and Dundas-streets did:-not begin to
accommodate the people of No. 5§ Ward
who ;wanted to hear what the candi-
date§ had to say for themselves.

It was a good, lively meeting and the

candidates did not by any means have
all the talking to themselves. The
people in the audience took a hand in
it with an energy that showed that
they were fully alive to the import-
ance of the questions at issue. The
aqueduct scheme was discussed at con-
siderable length and found in Mr. W.
T. R. Preston and others a good deal
of support. - Mr. Preston also made a
strong attack on the Court of Revis-
ion and promised, if elected, to probe
the aqueduct scheme to the bottom
and to undertake the reconstruction of
the Court of Revision.
There were two George Evanses on
the list of nominees and both were
strong talkers and kept the interest
up to a very high degree.

Ald. Bell told of what he had done
for the encouragement of local indus-
tries. He had found that the work-
ingmen of the section he represented
were not given fair play and he
thought the heads of the departments
were to blame. They had been given
altogether too much power. He didn’t
like the idea of Engineer Keating’s
present visit to the Old Country. He
was afraid it would have some influ-
ence on the report of the engineering
expert.

Dr. Fraleigh thought the native ld-
borer should have the work first. If
there was anything after the natives
were supplied, give it to the foreigner.

The others whose names were men-
tioned as candidates all had more or
less to say and the meeting was kept
up till a late hour in the afternoon.

Last Ward of Them All.

The meeting of the ratepayers of
No. 6 Ward, at the corner of Dundas
and Brock-avenue, was very largely
attended. The little hall, which has
quite a respectable seating capacity,
was crowded. There were a good
many speakers and the meeting lasted
well into the afternoon. Among those
who spoke were Messrs. Rowe, Brown,
Bell, Gowanlock, Todd, Knox, Hunt-
er, Pocock, Lynd,.Graham and Orr.

Ald. Gowanlock, in the course of his
remarks, accused His Honor Judge
McDougall of misrepresenting the
facts when he saild that the first
bocdle investigation had not been
brought to a premature close.

Citizen Brown spoke of thoge who
had preceded him as smelling of gas,
but when he was wanted to explain
his words he was not to be found.

Mr.,J. Goulding, in thanking the
electors for his re-election, said he had
often felt less Gontidence in himself
than that bestowed on him by others.
In his work, he would show no favor
to the rich as against the poor.

Mr. William Sylvester said he had
always tried to do his best, and would
ecdeavor to do the same during the
further term to which the electors had
shown their goedwill in returning him,

Messrs.  Peterman, Morgan and
Clarke thanked. their supporters, but
decided not to stand. v

Of the nominees for the position of
reeve, Messrs. J. Armstrong, H. Dun-
can and J. T. Moore declined to stand.
The contest will therfore be between
Messrs. S. T. Humberstone, W. J. Hill
and A. J. Wilson.

Mr. Humberstone, who was receiv-

ed with some applause, remarked that
the statement of an elector to the ef-
feot that Judge Osler had said that he
had been in collusion with the Rich-
mond Hill Railway Company was
fajse. Referring to the case brought
against him by the township, he de-
clared that he had never helped him-
self out of the township funds. He was
now in trouble because he had not
kept a diary of all the proceedings.

A special train con-
veyed those present to the works at 2
o’clock and shortly after John H. Til=
den, president of the company, briefly
addressed the gathering on the import-
ance of-lightng the first smelting works
plast furnace in the province, after
which Mrs. Tilden, amidst the cheer-
ing of the crowd, with torch in hand,
ignited the fuel. Then the crowd ad-
journed to the engine house. A. T.
Wood, a shareholder, addressed the
gathrering at length, pointing out how
that he had become convinced that
the smelting works can be operated
successfully in Hamilton, although he
had thought otherwise when the mat-
ter of establishing a plant here was
first mooted. Although the iron ore
will have to be brought from the
northern part of Ontario, and the coske
also brought to the city,he thought the
works were as conveniently situated
as those at Tonawanda and other Am-
erican cities. He was assured that the
new industry will be of great advant-
age to the city, and looks for the sup-
port of the people of Ontarjo:

John Milne, one of the directors, re-
ferred to the fact thag Hamilton has
the only smelting works plant in On-
tario or Quebec. The machinery and
the plant in general are of the most
substantial character,being unexcelled
by any other smelting works plant in
America, and the capacity is 200 tons
of pig iron a day. The machinery is
all duplicated, and Mr. Milne stated
that the fire that was siarted would
probably not be extinguished for over
two years, and the smelting of ore
would begin at once, there being a
large quantity of it already on  the
premises. He formally started the en-
gines going, amid the enthusiastic
cheering of the crowd,who before dis-
persing examined the ponderous-look-
ing machinery.
