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—A meeting of the ratepayers of the town
is called to meet-at the Court House, Friday
evening to consider the advisability of ex-
rending the water system to embrace the
d strict along South street to Carleton’s
Uorner and along Granville street east to
Prat's hill. The expense of laying the pipe
under the river will be considerable, and it
looks like quite an undertaking for the town
in the first year of its corporate existence,
particularly as there are but three proper-
ties within the town limits on the south side
of the river, unless, indeed, a revenue is
guaranteed from the outside district, suffi-
cient to pay a good rate of interest on the
expenditure. Along Granville street no ex-
traordinary expeunditure need be incarred
and a large increase in the tap service will
result immediately from the extension,
This part of the town is building up, and
the increase of houses will render the exten-
sion necessary, so the matter develops into a
question of time only,

While the extension of the water system
is being considered, it would be wise to con-
sider the more important matter of sewerage.
The need for an extension of the present 8ys-
tem is imperative, and we believe the Council
are disposed to recognize the necessity and
to undertake the work. There is, we be-
lieve, a quantity of sewer pipe on hand, the
property of the town, and we feel sure that
the ratepayers would sanction any reason-
able expense in placing a line of this pipe
through the flat, central section of the town
lying east of Queen street. The condition
of drainage in that section now constitutes a
menace to health. To say it is unsanitary
is not enough, as the large open drain run-
ning through the field at the rear of Mr.
Connel’s smithy is positively filthy. It is
impossible for property owners there to se-
cure good drainage without resorting to
cesspools, and these, if at all numerous, will
contaminate almost as efectively as the open
drains. This is not a matter in which the
town can afford to delay action. A remedy
should be provided at once, and we hope
that beside it the immediate extension of
the water works will be considered of secon-
dary importance,

—————s o

—And now it is said that the Canadian
Pacific Railway Company are willing to un-
dertake the work that the Petersen-Tate
syndicate have failed to do, and establish a
fast trans-Atlantic mail and passenger ser-
vice between Canada and Great Britain.
The C. P. R. have undertaken great projects
before and bave carried them on to a success
ful establishment, and the Canadian people
have a confidence in the ability of the com-
pany to accomplish still greater things.
Since the job is still without a contractor
and the above mentioned company have in-
timated their willinguess to create a fast line,
there is a strong probability that the govern-
ment, rather than risk any further humbug-
ging, will give them a chance. The only
objection that can reasonably be urged to
their control of the line is that it would
mean an extraordinary expanaion of the in-
fluence and power of the company, which is
a'ready dangerously great. However, no
matter by whom the new line is established,
the C. P. R. will reap a lion’s share of the
profits; it will be but another link in the
chain, of which a great transcontinental
railway and a great Pacific steamship ser-
vice are already parts, in binding the old
and the new worlds closer together, and
surely the governmient can devise a means of
regulating a corporation, no matter how
powerful, to work to the advantage of an

enterprising people.
el

-~The Directors of the Nova Scotia Pork
Packing Company have decided not to go
any farther with the enterprise until the
full amount of the $25,000 capital is sub-
scribed. They are wise in adopting this
course a8 the enterprise is one calculated to
particularly benefit the farmers within easy
reach of the proposed factory, and if they do
not take interest enough in the project to
subscribe liberally to the stock list, the man-
agement have no guarantee that they will
take any interest in furnishiog a supply suf-
ficient to meet the requirements of the pack-
ing establishment. If the farmers generally
will take hold of this matter and make a
tangible expression of sheir interest, there
are grand prospects for the establishment of
an extensive and dividend paying industry.
The directorate, as appointed at the meeting
held on July 4th, consists of men of well
known probity and enterprise, in whose
hands the management of the enterprise may
safely be trusted. We trust that since the
charter has been obtained and over half of
the required capital subscribed, there will
be no difficulty or delay in placing the bal-
ance of the stock, as the work should be
pushed forward at once.

—_———

~—The Spanish-American war is being nar-
rowed down rapidly. Less than three
montas ago Spain had quite a large fleet of
battleships, but by the victory of Dewey at
Manila and Sampson at Santiago, this has
been almost entirely destroyed. The out-
of-date squadron now in the Mediterranean,
under Admiral Camara, comprising half a
dozen ships, is the fighting remnant that
still floats, and unless peace is declared the
victorious American fleet will undoubtedly
destroy that remnant, even if it takes refuge
under the. guns of Cadiz. The Spaniards
have not only proved themselves to be poor
marksmen but poor naval strategists as well,
as evidenced by the folly of Cervera in
anchoring his ships at Santiago and walting
for the combined squadrons of Sampson and
Schley to assemble outside the harbor before
attempiing to force a passage and escape.
The destruction of the Spanish navy has
greatly simplified the conquest of Cuba, and
the Spanish garrisons in the different forti-
fied towns of the island will now probably be
attacked simultuneously.

—In all the history of great shipwrecks,
no page will be more blackened by cowardly
crime than that giveu to the story of the ill-
fated Bourgogne, if the reports of the survi-
vors are to be believed. It would seem that
never was human freight on an ocean voyage
entrasted to more incapable or cowardly care.
Carelessness in running the steamer at a
high rate of speed infh thick fog undoubtedly
caused the accident, and even then had the
officers displayed that wide awake courage
that is so generally met with in English or
American crews, the mojority of the passen.
gers would have been saved. The fact that
only one woman, of the many who were on
board, was saved, is evidence that the weak
were sacrificed for the salvation of the
strong.

—Once again “On to Khartoum!” is the
watchword in the Anglo-Egyptian Army.
8ir Herbert Kitchener, who commands -the
expedition that made such a successful ad-
vance up the Nile a few months ago, is still
in command and is preparing for the final
stage of his march. His forces will likely
encounter but slight opposition from the
desert dervishes until Khartoum is reached,
and but slight difficulty is anticipated in
entering and.occupying that city. With a
strong military garrison at Khartoum, law
and order will be established on the Upper
Nile and the commerce of a rich country
opene i to legitimate trade.

A Kings County Cranberry Bog.

Mr. Henry Shaw, of Waterville, is an au-
thority on cranberry culture. He has two
acres of bog in full bearing, four acres just
coming into bearing and four acres just set
out, Last year he put up 185 barrel of cran-
berries. He sent 174 barrels to Montreal,
and they sold for $1,139. This gave him
8720 clear, which is an income of 6 per cent.
on §12,000. Every acre of bog in bearing
like his he considers worth $1,000 in any
bank. This is not the only income from
cranberries. Last epring he sold 820 worth
of vines, and the spring previcus $200 worth.
An acre in full bearing will yield 100 barrels,
Mr. Shaw cleaned up 101 barrels from one
acre last year. This year some small patches
of the bog had been injured by the frost on
June 17.
