The
great chapter of British history will lie
within the pages of the Victorian era. . Here
the records of the nation’s greatness will be
found to a large degree unsullied by the
marks of internal dissention and interna-
tional strife. Peace, plenty and progress are
indelibly written between the lines tbat
mark the development of a greater nation
than has been. For sixiy-four yearsshe has’
borne the responsibilities of the throne, dis
charged her trust with an admirable courage
and foresight, and in laying down the sceptre
she bequeaths to the nation and to the world
an exampleof monarchy thac is worthy of
emulation. No p.ople ever offered a freer
or more sacred allegiance to a sovereign than
did the Brivwns of that ** Empire upon which
the sun never sets” to their beloved Queean.
Under the rale of such a personality, it was
impoesible that seditious utterings should be
circulated, and so in the Great Britain of
to-day we see the result of a contented pro-
grees, a unification of national interests, ana
the grandest type of ful monarchical
rule that the world has ever seen. That the
present ruling monarch will wear the
British crown to the turther glory of the
precedent written in the ruling of the illus-
trious queen motcher is not to be doubted.
He will take the scepire at a time when
there is need for sagacious adminiatration ot
the affairs of empire which are disturbed by
war, the menace of a greater war, and by
great ic prebl Nou ing to
mourn for the empire’s departed Queen, we
welcome the King with a faith that the
mother’s son will be the best possible sub-
stitute for the mother.

With all our glory and with all our imperial-
ism we seem to be dropping out. We are,
no doubt, encouraging imperial enlistment;
that is, we are facilitating the removal of our
best young men from under the direct aegis
of the maple leaf, possibly to lose them al
together, while our land is being flooded
with alien blood. But in giving our due
share of aid to the Empire we are lacking.
The pang with which we see our young men
leaving the country, perhaps never to re-
turn, is not lessened by the comforting con-
sideration that they are going to war in the
discharge of a debt which their country
owes the Empire. We think che Canadiau
people would be greaily pleased if thosc
Canadians who go to Atrica could be sent
there by their own country.

Co-Operation.

Look bere farmers! Give me your atten-
tion for a few minutes. 1 want, if possible,
to set you thinking.

In our school geographies we learned that
Qatario is one of the fiuest agricultural
countries in the world. A short time ago I
heard that Kiogs county was half & century
ahead of Annapolis county in farming opera-
tions and results. What's the matter with the
Annapolis valley? Itis not on a par with
the two above mentioned places, but is it
becanse it has not their natural facilities for
agriculture? Let any one say that our
valley, with its splendid soil, natural drain-
age, sheltered position, nesiled ae it is' be-
tween the two hills, 1ts aykes of alluvial
soil, is not equs«l in narural features to any
place in America, and see how quickly any
of us would contradist him. No, it is not
going too far to deem it a privilege to live
in the Annapolis valley, but the fact remains
we are not making our little garden do
what it should for us. The reason is, we
are not, by well directed energy, compelling
the earth to do its best under nature and
nature’s God. We do not compare with
other countries because we do not follow up
united effort with resulting encouraged, in-
telligent, individual effort. The Oatarig
farmers have found not only that two heads
are better than one, but that many heads are
still better. Within the last ten or fifteen
years there has grown up in that proviance &
system of co-operation that is good to look
upon and to think about. Farmers’ local
societies conduct intelligent and careful
experiments, and give the results of these
experiments to meetings of farmers’ institates
for the different counties, and these papers
collected and compiled under the government
through & superiniendent of farmers’ insti
tutes, ave then published and given to the
world. Men who are not afraid to perform
some seemingly unremunerative labor for the

eneral advancement of their fellow men—

eavens | how ashamed we should be when
we consider how closely we hug the almighty
and immediate dollar. The results of these
meetings and experiments determine what is
the best variety or varieties of seeds to sow,
and by co operation the farmers get these
seeds pure and at wholesale prices, and so
with other things bought and used on the
farm, There they learn the best methods of
culture, care of stock, etc., with a hundred
other benefits arising from social and business
intercourse.

Wherever we see this system of co-opera-
tiom carried out we see a prosperous com
munity. Now, farmers, think for'a moment,
Is it bester to meet occssionally and discuss
intelligently your succeeses and failures, and
thus help some one else and get helped your-
self in the profession which gives you the
means to rear your family and debtless to
look every man in the face, or to pull along
by yourself and shut out the help you might
fnh from your neighbour’s experience? Is
t better to put the dollar away idle, or let
it 50 out into improving business enterprise
and bring back several of its kind? Is it
better to attend a farmers’ meeting once in
a while, or spend the evening in useless
gossip at the village store?

Now, » meeting will be held in about a
week from this da‘e, when experienced men
will show us what iatelligent, systematio,
organized effort is doing for our farmers in

other places, and when a society will be or
ganized by the farmers in and near Bridge
town. Notice will be given, and we hope a
large meeting will show that our farmers
want to improve their condition.

An Illustrious Reign Ended.

Queen Victoria, the World’s Most
Beloved Sovereign, Passed Away.

News of Her Death Oauses Uni-
versal Sorrow.

The death of Her Majesty Queen Victoria,
which occurred yesterday morning, follow-
ing as it did her very brief illness, is a
bereavement mnot only to the subjects of her
Empire but will cause sorrow throughout the
length and breadth of the world.

For some time past the state of the Queen’s
health has caused a great deal of anxiety, and
on the 18th inst, the following officiai an-
nouncement was made from Osborne House.

“The Queen during the past year has had
» great strain upon her powers, which rather
told upon her nervous system. It has there-
fore been thought advisable by Her Majesty’s
physicians that Her Majesty should be kept
perfectly quiet in the house and should ab-
stain for the present from transacting busi-
ness.”

London, Jan, 20,—After the physicians’ report
of the seriousness of the Queen’s condition yes-
terday, instant messages were sent to Lord
Salisbury and Home Secretary Ritchie urging
their official attendance at Osborne House, to
be present at the end. They will reach Osburne
early to-morrow morning, and are expected to
remain until the last.

The Privy Council will then immediately be
called in the Castle, and within one hour of the
Queen's d Lord Sa y will lai
Albert Edward, King of Kngland.

London, Jan. 21.—Throughout the United
Kingdon yesterday was a Sundag of anxiety
and suspense. No one in England outside the
cirale of the Court knew the real condition of
the Queen, nor the nature of her disease, Th
bulletins threw out but little light on the uni-
versal question whether or not death was im-
minent.

The London newspapers had not learned that
Her Majesty had suffered a shock of paralysis.
Extra editions of the Sunday papers contained
no information beyond the official bulletins,
but there were many of them and they were
ca’ferly bought.

'here were small gatherings in the vicinity
of Buckingham Palace and Marlborough House
as well as other centres where the bulletins
were gosbed. crowds assembled to witness the
arrival of Emperor William, but apart from
such incidents, however. the customary quiet
of a London Sunday was not disturbed.

Cowes, Isle of Wight, Jan. 22,1 a. m.—Anoth-
er day in the Victorian era, now so rapidly
dmwlnq to a close passed without any great
change in the condition of Queen Victoria. The
slight improvement so frequently mentioned in
the official bulletins merely indicates a plt)):t-
ponement of the inevitable. The end may be a
matter of days or only of hours; but the mem-
bers of the royal family who are now drt ing
out a weary visit at Osborne House know
the death of Her Majesty is merely a question
of a short time.

The correspondent of the Associated Press
is informed that the members of{ the Royal
Family were called to a room adjoining the
Queen’s bedchamber no less than four times
yesterday morning aud were kept in momen-
tary expectation of being summoned to witness
the end up to half past five.

Her Majesty’s physicians then had only a ves-
tige of hope that they would be able to keep the
Queen’s feeble life in existence until the Prince
of Wales arrived. To secure this result they
resorted to tbe frequent use of brandy and
champagne. These stimulants used tv an ex-
tent which only the greatest emergency justi-
fled worked their process and when the Prince
af Wales and Emperor William entered the
castle grounds at 11..30 a. m. they found the
Queen a trifie better than they had expected.

The desperate remedies employed Monday
morning to enable Her Majesty to live until her
eldest son’s arrival will not be used again to the
same extent, for the doctors are fearful that

the remedy might be almost worse than the
disease. They trust to prolong her life by a
moderate apg ication of stimulants, combined
with as much nourishment as can be assimilat-
ed. Such expedients as were empleyed during
Sunday evening and Monday mo:ning are not
considered justifiable.

Never has Emperor William arrived at an
place in England with so little eclat. No sal-
utes were fired, no cheers were given. The men
of the guardship Australia silently manned her
gides. The crowd was equally undemonstra-
tive, the ple contented themselves with bar-
ing their heads. It was a greeting given to the
grandson of a dying woman rather thag to the
ruler of a great ally.

Ottawa, Jan. 21.—His excellency yesterday
gsent a private message of sympathy to the
Prince of Wales and this afternoon, after the
meeting of the cabinet, the following cable was
sent to Mr. Chamberlain:

“In all parts of the Dominion of Canada, Her
Majesty’s subjects are expressing the great sor-
row they feel at the illness of their much loved
sovereign. Please convey to His Royal High-
ness the Prince of Wales, and to the members
of the royal family, theassurance of the sircere
s;‘mpathy of my ministers and of the Feople of
Canada, with them in their great grief.”
