Fifty five years ago a small body of
farmers who were growing apples in a
limited way at Kentville and or-
ganized this association for the benefit
of the growers and the fruit industry
of the Annapolis Valley. At that time
the orchard was regarded merely as a
side line to the general farni. It was
many vears before any one attempted

growing fruit as a sole occupation.

From the time of its organization to
the present this association” has held
firmly“to one line of endeavor, viz.,
educational work in thegrowing of fruit,
The reports and the work of the as-
sociation have been important factors
in cstablishing the reputation of our
celebrated Valley. Our organization
has been the means of starting many
fruit growers right and assisting f]u-xp
in solving the problems that daily con-
front them in their work.

For many vears the annual meeting
wag held at. Wolfville until that place
was regarded as the home of the As-
sociation. Owing to a decrease in the
attendance and the falling off in in-
tervest, the Execulive in 1903 decided
that if the growers would not come
to the association they would take the
association to the growers; and since
that time we have been meeting at var-
