Answer,

Rev. axp Dear Sir,—I thank you most gratefully
for the considerate interest in the welfure ot the Gos-
pel Lribune, which leads you o ask me to again con-
sider the wisdom of my vacstion uunouncement. At
your request, I could not do otherwise than again
consider it,—~were it for no other purpose than to
prepure myself to set my reasons before you in &
tuitable mauner. Permit me, then, to state, in
answer to your kind inquiries, that a vacation such
as 1 bave now announced entered into my original
plan of conducting the work on a safe and secure ba-
sis. The time of huving the vacation was not fixed
in the general plan further than that it should not
occur before the &rond Zrunk Railroad was opencé
friom Toronto to Montreal, as until then it was not
desirable that the time for collecting the anuual sub-
scriptione should fall in mid-winter, wlhen. the Pro-
vince could not be traversed without a ruinous waste
of time und energy. It was seen, bowever, that as
soou asthe opening of the G. T. R.R. removed these
hindrances, it would becomie exceedingly desirable to-
have the Annual Volume vommence und end with
the yeur, and to have the yearly subscriptions fall
due 1n Winter, when pecple were, most generally, at
leisure to attend to the settlement of their annual
accounts, and when, moreover,each would be almost
necessarily yeminded of the duty by the termination
of the old yéar and the dawning of the new. These
considerauons are, in themselves, probably sufficient
Lo justify the proposed vacation, but they are not all.
Owsers, perhaps more weighty still, remain to be no-
ticed. When a new vessel has been long enough at
sea to test ber sailing capacities—t0 make manifest
her defects, blemishes and wezknesses, you will ad-~
wit the wisdom of then detaining her in port long
coough to afford smple time and facilities to supply
ber defects and remedy her known blemishes and
wenknesses. Now, in staring the Zrwune, the pro-
jector was perfectly awaro that the experience of &
few years in the practical management of the work,
would enable him to improve it in almost every res-
pect. He also foresaw that in dealing with so many
1housands of persons, differing widely in modes of
thought, many litile difficulties and misunderstand-
ings weuld arise, that would ullimately impair the
usefulness of the work if not carefully vorrected, and
for which it would be infossible for him to find
either the time or the requisite facilities unless in the
time of a vacation; sceing he had to perform the
whole Iabour of the enterprise, even to the keeping
of the accounts, and mairtaining the whole of the
correspondence ; as he dared nut huzard the finan-
cial safety of the journal by expending large sums in
the payment of clerks.

stops all increase of my obligations to pay. 2d. It
will partially reconcile all Subscribers who are in
any way straitened for money to the withholding of
the T'ribune for a time, and prevent many from with-
drawing their names as subscribers, which otherwise
they might be tempted to do. Now all admit, an ebb
in the supply of money is fairly upon us. Aoney is
noW stringent, and probably will be during Summer,
and hence this particular juncture is fixed upon ag
the most suitable time for the vacation.
