conscicuee alone, Mr. Gladstone in vain joined Mr.
Sharman Crawford in pointing out the injustice of
suspending a penal enactment over the head of any
Protestant Episcopal community which may hercafter
be formed in England, whether guil(less or not of any
continental connection. Nor was Mr. Crawford®s pro-
posal to exempt Ireland much more satisfactorily
answered: It might be pradent, Lord Jolhn Russell
admits, but then it would be so very illogical! Just se,
The reason is neither better nor worse than most of
those Ly which the measure has been supported, and
assists us (o complete our estimate of what it is worth.
We are surely hot wrong in faking our account of it
from the lines of its promoters. = To gratify ¢resent-
went,” says the Solicitor-General, we introduce penal
legislation into England ; to escape being <illogicaly’
adds Lord J. Russell, we extend the penal Jegislation
to Ireland. It watters not (nor ought it, indeed, to
make any difference) that in the one case the penalties
fall upon a sect, in the other upon 2 people.”

tomed, but which should not prejudice us against ihe
auncient Cluistian wmugie,  Tha Marning Posl says thut
the ancient iymuody has ¢ no true mefody, no contra-
puntal or fugal eflects, no rich glowing hamnonic
progressions,—no unespected, thrillivg transitions, no
variety.*  Another anthority tells us that the hymus
in question ¢ are cwrlously modulated, and 1o an
unacenstomed ear scem somewhat mountonous com-
positions.
