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entforcement agencies to target illicit drug movements without
hindering the legitimate circulation of persons and goods. We
invite the Customs Cooperation Council to strengthen its
cooperation with associations of international traders and
carriers for this.-purpose and to produce a report before our
next sSummit.

Migration

63. Migration has made and can make a valuable contribution to
economic and social development, under appropriate conditions,
although there is a growing concern about worldwide migratory

“pressures, which are due to a variety of political, social and

economic factors. We welcome the increased attention being
given these issues by thé OECD and may wish to return to them
at a future Summit.

Next meeting

64, We have accepted an invitation from Chancellor Kohl to
hold our next Summit in Munich, Germany in July 19%2.
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
