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measure at issue is or would be inconsistent with the obligations of this
Agreement or cause nullification and impairment in the sense of
Article 2011, and its recommendations, if any, for resolution of the
dispute. Where feasible, the panel shall afford the Parties opportunity
to comment on its preliminary findings of fact prior to completion of
its report. If requested by eit.her Party at the time of establishment of
the panel, the panel shall also presenit findings as to the degree of
adverse trade effect on the other Party of any measure found not to
conform with the obligations of the Agreement. Panelîsts may fumish
separate opinions on matters not unanimously agreed.

6. Within 14 days of issuance of the initial report of the panel, a
Party disagreeing in whole or in part shaîl present a written statement
of its objections and the reasons for those objections to the Commission
and the panel. In such an event, the panel on its own motion or at the
request of the Commission or either Party may rcquest the views of
both Parties, reconsider its report, inake any further examination that
it deems appropriate and issue a final report, together with any
separate opinions, within 30Odays of issuance of the initial report.

7. Unless the Commission agrees otherwise, the final report of the
panel shaîl be published along with any separate opinions, and any
written views that cither Party desires to be publishcd.

8. Upon receipt of the final report of the panel, the Commission
shaîl agrce on the resolution of thc dispute, which normally shaîl
conform with die recommendation of thc panel. Whenever possible,
the resolution shIl be non-implementation or removal of a measure
not conforming with this Agreement or causing nullification or
impairment in thc sense of Article 2011 or, failing such a resolution,
compensation.

9. If the Commission has not reached agreement on a mutually
satisfactory resolution under paragraph 8 wiUiin 30 days of receiving
Uic final report of the panel (or such other date as thc Commission may
decide), and a Party considers Uiat its fundaniental rights (under this
Agreement) or benefits (anticipated under this Agreement) are or
would be impaired by thc implementation or maintenance of Uic
measure at issue, Uic Party shall be free to suspend Uic application to
Uic other Party of benefits of equivalent effect until such trne as Uic
Parties have reached agreement on a resolution of Uic dispute.
