"lhe basic premise underlying the parti-
tion proposal is that -the:claims to Pales-
tine of the Arabs and Jews, both possessing
validity, are irreconcilable, and th§t
among all of the solutions. advenced,. parti-
.tion will provide the most realistic' and
practicable settlement, .and is }the mo.st
likely to afford.a workable basis for meet-
ing in part: the claims® and national aspirs-
tions of both parties.”

In the debate to vhich we have listened,
strong arguments have been advanced in support
of .both .Zionist and Arab positions, of the
'basis of geographical, histerical, le.gal,
social, ethnological and other considerations.
“Thege arguments lead in opposite-directions
rather t.ﬁu:l pointing the . way to a mutually
satisfactory adjustment. .

“There has. been.much.discussion of the prin-
ciple of self-detemination ad of the areas
and groups to which this principle s.houl,d
apply, mich debate on the character, tl'-_le inter-
pretation-and the priority of’'commitments.’
while these: considerations.are of great im-
portence and none of them can be ignored, :we
have come to the conclusion that'the most
importent question for our congideration is
shat arrangement will best enable two pe?pies
living. within-the confines of" a'res!:rl.qted
geographical .area to avoid ebstructing one
another' s.development and!most conduce to
their wel fare and. freedom. ]

IACGEPT=SOHEWHAT‘REEUCTANTLY

Our own experience predisposes-us in favour
of natienal .unity in some.form. In Can_ada’_we

analogous has points of resemblance ‘to’ that
.which' confronts' the Committee’ for: we ourselves
_are a‘nation of two peoples:with:two. culwural

The
UnitedNations, for its part, -will -have to-be
prepared collectively  to support the decisions
reached' during this Assembly.. Only in- this: way
will it be possible to provide the'conditions
of stability which are'necessary if Arabs:and
Jews are-to be-enabled eventually to find
Peace and understanding within: the: arrangement
vhich is'made. '

‘The Committee. was considering an item of
$3, 80,000 for the public information branch
"and ‘most delegates seemed to:think it too
much.

"Senator Lambert:said itiwas' too 'mach or too
little according:to:the value:the -branch:was
giving and.vhat use:was being 'made of ' the
information. At'the moment-the Committee:did
‘not-know, * - .

‘He proposed: that: the: secretary general ' re-
view snnually:the -use -being:made throughout
'tge'mrld of the'information'material ' suppli-
‘ed. ’

"With: such- information' availsble' the' Assem—
‘bly will be'able! to: assess more accurately the
character and size of the information program
required®, he said.

"The Canadian' delegation has been guided by
the view that the success of the U.N. will
depend not only on its practical.achievements
but also on-the degree:to shich.its purposges
and performance. are understood. snd supported
by an informed public opinion-ineach:member
state.
