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of the biggest problems that the new government will face - and this
is ironic as Indonesia is a member of OPEC - is that in some cases, the
value of our fuel imports is higher than that of our exports. So, for the
year 2004, this subsidy amounts to 63 trillion rupiah, or close to US$
6 billion. This is resulting in a response in Parliament, mainly led by
Goikar, meaning that there will be strong pressures ini the future to
cut this subsidy. This will be a very serious issue, as the size of the
subsidy is quite significant compared to the development budget of
the goverrnent'.
