5 	In order to reflect in policies thé latest scientific information, such as IPCC 
Assessment Reports, a mechanism to regularly review this Protocol should be included. The 

Annex should be revised more flexibly than the Protocol itself: 

Alternative F 

6 	The Conference of the Parties to this Protocol shall, at its first session, establish a 
mechanism for the review of the adequacy of the commitments undertaken by the Parties, 
including QELROs contained in the Protocol, in the light of the evolution of scientific 
lcnowledge. 

Alternative G 

7 	The Parties shall periodically review this Protocol, and guidelines established 
thereunder, in light of evolving scientific lcnowledge related to climate change. 

Alternative H 

8 	[The Conference of the Parties] [The Meeting of the Parties] shall at its [x] session, 
review the adequacy of commitments of the Parties under this Protocol with a view to 
achieving the objective of the Convention. Such review shall be carried out in light of the 
best available scientific information and assessment on climate change and its impacts, as 
well as relevant technical, social and economic information, and shall be conducted in 
conjunction with any pertinent review under the Convention or any related Protocol. Based 
on this review, the [Conference of the Parties] [Meeting of the Parties] shall take appropriate 
action, which may inclùde the adoption of amendments to this Protocol.
