
PART THREE - ACCOUNTABILITY

Article 12: Public Information and Accountabllty

1. Any person residing in or established in the territory of cither Party
mnay subniit a written question to either Party, through the National Point of
Contact~ indicating that the question is being submitted pursuant to tbis Article
regarding that Party's obligations under Part Two of this Agreement or
cooperative activities developed pursuant to tbis Agreement.

2. The Part>' to whkch such question is dlrected shall acknowledge the
question in writing. for-ward the question te flic appropriate autiioit>', and
provide a response in a timel>' manner te the person who bas sent the question.

3. Wherc the question is submltted b>' a person to the Party' other than the
Part>' of its residence or its establishment, the repnigPart>' shal provide to
thic other Party', i a tirnel>' manner, copies of the questions it reccives, and the

rsossit makes to those questions.

4. Each Party' shall make publicly available in a timely manner al
questions received and ahi responses given.

Article 13: Party-to-Party Information Exchange

1 . A Party shail promptl>' provide au>' information regardlng an>' proposed
or actual environinental measure to the other Party', upon receiving a written
request frein that other Party and, as prompti>' as is reasonabi>' possible, shall
respond to an>' questions of the other Party pertaining t au>' such environmentai
meaure.

2. A Part>' ia>' notify the other Party of, and provide tb that Party', any
credible information regarding possible violations «t or fallures te, effectively
enforce, its environmental laws. Sucb information shahl be speciflo ami
sufficient te allow the other Part>' te inquire inb flic muatter. The notified Part>y
shali take appropriate steps te so inquire ini accordance wlth its laws and to
respond te the other Part>'.
