Mr. BENNETT: Mr. Speaker, I tried to,
explain to the hion. gentleman that the direc-
tions with respect to the acquisition of options
for wheat were given verbally when Mr. Mc-
Farlaind was here and the options were turned
over to, the milling companies at a price of
53 cents. Subsequently the amount was cut
down from some 300,000 odd barrais to 250,000
bairrels, the quaiitity of wheat required being
reduced and the options being reduced accord-
ingly. The answer given to the hion,. gentle-
man was obtained by making inquiries of the
milling companies as to how the distribution
of orders was made. The original order was
given to the secretary and not to the individual.
