PROPOSED IMPROVEMENT OF FOOD INSPECTION SYSTEM—
MOTION UNDER S.0. 43

Mr. Eudore Allard (Rimouski): Mr. Speaker, pursuant
to the provisions of Standing Order 43, I request unani-
mous consent of the House to discuss an urgent and impor-
tant matter.

As the present legislation of the federal Department of
Agriculture leaves the door wide open to gigantic swindles
all across Canada through the use of the seal “Canada
Approved” in meat classification; as the current number of
food inspectors is really inadequate, which state of affairs
results in paralyzing the production of law-abiding pro-
ducers; and, as it is the duty of the government to protect
the consumer, I move, seconded by the hon. member for
Champlain (Mr. Matte):

That this House enjoin the government to take all necessary steps to
expand the food inspection services, with a view to ensuring that such
unpleasant incidents as occurred last fall, in which carrion was dis-
tributed in Quebec, do not recur.
