The Crow's Nest Railway involves some 400 miles of rallway construction
through the most expensive section of any new transcontinental . system
that may be run across Canada. It is conceded on all hands that this rail-
way will pay,.even from a local point of view, Sir Willlam Van Homme
makes this admisston, and he advisés his company to build the line at once
as others are prepared to do if they do not take. it up. We accept it as a
faot that the Crow’s Nest Railway will turn out a paying investment. The
building of the most expensive gection of & -new transcontinental system
would not cost the.country a cent if it undertook the work itself. The coun-
try between Rossland, the proposed Western terminus of = the Crow’s Nest,
and the Pacific coast is a rich mineral country, and charters have already
been granted for comstructing railways through it. The Vancouver, Victoria
and Bastern Raijway holds a chanter to construct e road from Rossland to
Véncouver. The distance of this proposed line is just 350 miles, and it runs
through Southern Kootenay, Boundary Creek, Kettle River, Simalkameen and
other mining districts as rich as any in all British Columbia. This road will
make the coal fields of Nanaimo and Comox accessible to the mining country
through which it runs. It i the imtention of Mr. Heinze to extend the Col-
wmbia. and Western. from Rossland to Penticton, which is over 100 miles to
the west of that town. In addition to these two proposed railways, the
British Columbia Southern is empowered in its charter to build a line
from Rossiand to the coast. The country is already blanketed with rafiway
projects. And why? Because the country between Rossland and the coast
is equaily as mich in minerals e that between Rossland and Lethbridge,
and a railway to the west of Rossland would pay equally as well as the one
to the east. The point we wish to make is this, that the construction of a
railway from fethbridge to the coast is a sound business proposition. Sach
a Toad will pay handsome dividends on every dollar honestly invested in
it. Tf the country were to undertake the Crow’s Nest section this year it
would be the owner of a paying rallway end would have the owhership and
control of 250,000 acres of valuable coal lands. Next year it would be forced
to- complete the line to the coast, not because of local demands, but because
the road would prove a good investment. If these are facts, then the coun-
try would own a railway from and through the Rocky Mountains to the
Pacific that would be self-supporting and would furnish interest on every dol-
lar invested tn it. In the east we already own the Intercolonial from Que-
béd to Halifax and St. Jobn. From Quebec we have a waterway to Port Ar-
thur, and competing railways to Parry Sound.

The building-of a
lne from Port Arthur to Winnipeg is the mattér of but two or three years
at most. The Ontario Government has bonussed the line, and fts construr-
tion is one of the certainties of the immediate future, This will give us com~
petition through Canadian territory to Winnipeg., If the Government builds
and comtrols the Crow's Nest Rallway it will be in.a position to dictate
terms to the C. P. R. under threat of extending the line from Lethbridge to
Winnipeg, which would be no great undertaking, as it runs through a prairie
country, and which would be the last link in an independent transportation
eystem from Halifax to Vancouver. ' 2
We ame mot urging the construction of the Crow’s Nest Raflway by the
Government on the ground that it will form part of a new transcontinental
system, but we hold that if it is comstrueted by the Government it may
come in useful as forming a link in such a system. The ground upon which
we favor Government construction s that the Crow’s Nest Railway will’
prove a paying concern from the start, that it will ensure equitable local
freight rates, and, to @ large extent, regulate transcontinental charges; that
it will be a standing notice to the C. P. R. to deal fairly with the shippers
and people of Western Canada. Finally, we ‘take the ground that a ‘new
transcontinental system will:soon be necessary to meet the requirements of
the country, and the Crow’s Nest Pass will be an essential lnk in that
