Will Not be Disfranchised.

The Government has reconsidered 1ts de-
oislon to disfranchise the members of the
permanent corps and officers and men of
the Northwest Mounted Police. 3

In a bill to consolidate and amend the
Dominion Flections- Act, which was intro-
duced by Solicitor-General Kitgpatrick, and
read a first time in the Commons some time
ago, It was provided that the Mounted
Police and Permanent Corps should not
bave votes at Dominlon elections. 'T'his
bas caused some hostile criticism in the
press and elsewhere, and It 1§ said that
the Government will not press these clauses
of the bill.

The present is not thought to be a very
good time to deprive those who are tighting
for the cause of the Empire of any of the
right and privileges which they have en-
joyed in the past.

The Banking Act and the Dominion elec-
tions bill are the only measures ot conse-
‘quence before the House.

Mecdonald will to-morrow introduce an act

entitled *“The Liquor Bill,”” by which he-in-
tends to fulfil his pledges to the Prohibition
party, as embodied In the Conservative
plstform prior to the election, viz: Pro-
hibition to the full extent of the powers of
the province. A gentleman, referring to
the measure, said to a reporter: A quce
at the bill is sufficient to indicate that the
geperal temor of the measure will be strict
enough to satisfy the most ardent pro-
bibit*onist; that the Government really In-
tends to deal seriously with the traffic as
fas as its powers extend; and the only ob
jection which the average citizen will find
to the act will be that it prohibits too
much and infringes on the persomal I berty
of the private citizen, who findg his bever-
ages Hmited to those which innocert nature
nlone has supplied.”
Will Have a Year’s Grace.

The act, which will come Into force on
June 1, 1901 (a yesr from to-morrow),
makes provision tor" the entire closing of
all places .where liguor 1s sold, both by

the drug stores,' which are permitted to
sell under very stringent regulations, chief-
ly under the orders of a physician, and for
filress only. Any person caught mfringing
the act will be sentenced to a fine of hot
less than $200, and not more than %1000
for the first offence, and imprisonment of
not less than three months’ hard labor,
without the option:.of a tine for a second

breach.

It was still. hoped by many
that they would be ‘able to bring in their
daily “stint” from Toronto or elsewhere;
but even this consolation is denied them.
For enforcement of the regulations, pro-
vision is made by way of giving inspectors
ful' powers of search, etc., and ample re-
wards foe:demrvictions.

GEN. HAMILTON’S COLUMN STOOD -
BRUNT OF THE HEAVY FIGHTING

Found His Way Blocked by the

London, May 31.—(11.02 a.m.)—The War
Office has received from Lord Roberts &
despatch dated Germiston, May 30, 9 p.m.,
saying: 3

“The brunt of the fighting yesterday feil
upon Ian Hamilton’s column. I have sent
him, as already mentioned, to work qround
to the west of Johannpesburg, in support
‘of French’s Cavalry, which was directed
to go north near the road leading to Pre-
torla. I have not heard from French’yet,
but Hamilton, in a report, which has just
reached me, states that at about 1 o’clock
in the afternoon he found his way blocked
by the enemy strongly posted on Some
kopjes and ridges three miles south of the
Rand. They had two heavy guns and sev-
eral fleld guns and pompoms. Hamilton
forthwith attacked.

Enemy Fought Obstinately.

“The right was led by the Gordons, who,
after capturing one extremity of the ridge,

The eleventh division with
batteries H and G and the heavy artillery
are south of Johannesburg. i
