rcnto boy, who enlisted with the Canadian
Mounted Rifies. The letter Is dated from
Johanne; and in It Tom, as he was
famillarly called, tells of the hardships that
wore, endured by his troop. Anyone who
has tot been thru It, he say's, cannot venlize
what thﬁ have had to put up with. Sleep-
Ing on thie open veldt and lving on two
bardtacks a day was not an unusual thing.
But this was not all they had suffered. In
the mornings it was bitterly cold and the
Wwater would be frozen solid. At the same
time there was always a strong wind blow-
ing that caused even more suffering than
anything else,

Trooper Campbell also sald that when the
C.M.R. arrived at Preforla there were only
18 men In his troop out of 41. The rest
were either dead or suffering from wounds
and slckuess caused by the hardships, He
himself, however, had come thru It all
cplendl&ly, snd never missed an engage-
metx;:l in which the regiment had particl-
pated.

DROWNED IN SEVERN RIVER.

How Walter Brydon, Nephew of Mr,
William Lamb eof Toronto, Lost
His Life on Friday.

Word has been recelved in the city of
the drowning of Walter Brydon, nephew
of Mr. Willlam Lamb, commission mer-
chant, Front-street. The accident occurred
on Friday last In the Severn River about
14 miles from its mouth, where the young
man was working on the construction of a
dam and power-house for the town of
Orillia, He was in the employ of the Eleg-
trical Maintenance, and Construction Com-
pany, whose offices are in the Temple
Building, and In the discharge of his duties
had occasion to c¢ross the river on logs
strung together from bank to bank. MHe
lost his balance and toppled into the whter,
The current carried him rapldly down the
stream and thru the mglds. and altho dy-
namite and every other known agency have
been used the body has not yet been re-
covered, Mr. Jas.
