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RECONSTRUCTING PHILIPPINES.

Civil Administration Will Be Vest-
ed in the Head of the Taft
Commission.

Washington, June 7.—The program look-
ing to the establishment of civil govern-
ment in the Philippines is being formulated
in the shape of an order, which is to be
promulgated shortly. It is said that there
is no definite conclusion as to whether the
powers of the civil administration will be
exercised under the general war powers of
the President, or the authority vested in
him by the Spooner amendment. That,
however, is consldered a matter of detail.
The main point Is that the civil administra-
tion, which will be confined largely to the
municipalities, will be vested in the head
of the Taft commission, and such - other
officials as may be designated, and that
they will exercise their functions subject
to the direct awthority of the Secretary of

vision such as is contemplated is said not
to be anomalous, and the civil government
in New Mexico and the Southern' States
during the early stages of the reconstruc-
tion period are pointed to as being sub-
stantially analogous to what Is proposed
in the Philippines.

HOW “‘GAT” HOWARD DIED.

Letter From Gen. Alderson to Col.
Sherwood, Ottawa, Gives Full
Details,

Ottawa, June 7.—Lieut.-Col. Sherwood
this morning received a full account of
“Gat” Howard’s death In a letter from
Gen. Alderson, written to Col. T. D. B.
Evans, and dated Pretoria, 25, 4, 1901, Re-
ferring to Major ‘‘Gat” Howard's death,
Gen. Alderson writes: I would have writ-
ten to you about poor Howsard long ago,
but I have only just returned from a three
months’ trek right to the end of the East-
ern Transvaal. Poor old chap! I was
most awfully distressed about his death.
It happened as follows: When we were at
a place called Rustplaates, near Piet Relief,
we located some Boers in a nasty bit of
country en the Swaziland border. On the
17th of Feb. we were to try and get these
men. I sent Howard in command 'ot some
of M. I. and some guns one way, going
myself with the rest another way, while
one of Smith-Dorrien’s columns had te go
a third way. The day turned very misty
and wet, and when we got nearly to our
places we heard that Smith-Dorrien’s party
had not started. I at once sent Beatty to

stop Howard. He got the message all
right—very much to his disgust—but then
he went on -himself ahead of his scouts,
with only his orderly. = Beatty went with
him. Presently they saw some wagons at
the foot of a steep slope, and, in splte ot
there being a high, rocky, bushed kopje
Jjust ahead, Howard would go down to see
what was in the wagons. Beatty suggested
that it was risky, as the kopje had not been
made good, but Howard sald, “Look, there
is my Kaffir riding about below, it's 4l
right.” g

What followed Is told by Beatty, who
was there, in the attached statement:

‘““We believe we know the man who mur-
dered—there seems no other word for it—
poor Howard, and we hope in time to catch
him, but it will of course take timeé. I
really cannot find words to properly ex-
press how distressed 1 am . and how much 1
miss him: He hud made several more plucky
rides: and done splendid work during the
trek, and always so cheery and jolly in
spite of the.wet, short rations, ete.”

Mr. Beatty’'s statement says: “I went
down to the wagons with the major. We
had been there about three minutes when
the Boers opened fire on ug from the hill
in front of us. The major was then oif
his h®rse, which was grazing about 20
vards behind us. His orderly was behind
the fourth wagon, ten yards to our right,
holding his RQorse. The Kaffir boy was
in one ‘of the wagons, and I was on my
pony alongside the major, Major How-
ard and myself took cover behihd the
wagon wheel and returned the Boer fire,
the orderly doing the same from behind
the fourth wagon. My pony was hit in
the leg as we lay there. Major Howard
asked me to gallop back to Capt. Ross,
whom we supposed to be on a hill to our
left rear, 500 yards away, as we could see
a horse of his scouts on the sky-line. I
proceeded to carry out his wishes, but
drew such a heavy fire the moment I left
the shelter of the,wagons that I thought it
hardly possible to get across the open
ground, and returned to the majar, lying
down Dbeside him. The Boers kept firing
at us, but we had a fair cover, and they
could not exactly locate us, the three wag-
ons were so close together, and one cover-
ed with a bucksail hid us entirely from
view. After walting about ten minutes I
make another attempt to find

on: our left.’” I started once
before T had gone 50 yards, and I think
once more. I had to leave him, and crept
I.found
Capt. Ross, who had no idea anyone was
down in the valley, and he came back with
what men he ‘had as fast as possible, and
at once proceeded with only three men to
make a flank attack on the Boers, while
the remainder covered the major .and the
wagbns. Seeing Ross on the 'right, the
Boers left the hill,. and I went down with
some men to the wagons, but found we
were too late, Major Howard and his order-
ly being already dead and the Kaffir badly
wounded. The Kaffir stated that after I
left the major ceased firing.

The same Boer then killed the orderly as|
he passed him to rejoin the other Boers.” |
