So He Robbed a Poor-Box-Now He's 

Rich.
San Francisco, Cal., June 7.—Richard 

Daverkosen, who is now serving a term, 
in the county jail for stealing 30 cents 
from the poor box of St.Joseph's Catho­
lic Church, will find 300,000 gulden, or 
about $75,000 in American money, to his 
credit in the National Holland Bank 
when he is released two weeks from 
today.

He took the 30 cents because he was 
on the verge of starvation, and was 
too proud to beg. After his conviction 
his wife and children left him, return­
ing to their former home in Germany.

Several days ago the German consul 
here received a letter from Lachapelle, 
making pressing inquiries for Richard 
Daverkosen, once staff officer of the 
great Von Moltke, and stating that an 
inheritance of 300,000 gulden, part of 
the estate of his maternal aunt, Mme. 
Schlecher, was awaiting the lucky 
heir’s pleasure. The letter was from 
the sister of the missing man. He 
was found in prison, and taken by two 
officers to the consulate, where he es­
tablished his identity as Capt. Daver­
kosen, son of one of the best and most 
wealthy families of Arnheim, Holland. 
He joined the German army on outbreak 
of the Franco-Prussian war and made 
a good record. It is said he will in- 
herit $300,000 more on the death of his 
stepmother.
