The Toronto Sunday World gives the
following description of the King's
Plate race:

Sixteen horses went to the post for
the King’'s Plate in the Canadian turf
classie for this year. Kelvin, a $185
nag, that was no better in the betting
than 10 to 1, surprised the talent and
disapponted the Beck and Seagram
following by winning the race.

Kelvin's win was by a neck, but it
was not a fluke. For a quarter of &
mile and more the game Toronto horse
led all the platers and refused to be
dr’ pped to the rear when the supreme
test in the stretch was upon him. Fight
as they .would to overtake the fleeing
leader, there was not a horse in the
bunch that could do the trick.

Favorites Not in Running.

The favorites, with the exception of
Half-a-Crown, were not really in the
running. Half-a-Crown came up in a
hard run to the second place, but only
toward the finish, while a hundred to
one shot, Bilberry, finished right at the
heels of the Seagram horse.

It was a disappointment,too,for many
in the betting ring. Goodly sums of
money had been wagered on the fav-
orites. Photographer was particularly
a favorite. The horse looked good. He
had shown great speed in his trial runs
and there were those who sald he could
do better. It was generally believed that
Photographer had several links in the
way of fast going that no one among
the railbirds had been permitted to see.

Photographer Easily Favorite.

Some whispers there were that Pho-
tographer was running his race before
the call for the start. He was working
too hard in training. Some horsemen
had had such an experience the year
before, and Photographer would have
a like experience. There were few who
took note of such stories. Photograph-
er was easily the favorite, with the
Seagram stable a warm second cholce.

Not
that *“Joe” Seagram isn’t one of the
finest horsemen that this country aver
saw. Not that he isn’t personally im-
mensely popular.
