'fhe “trading in the forenoon Wwas in-
clined to be heavy, but the way in which
the market held up under the conditions
was remarkable, and gives evidence oI &
good, strong undertone.

Briefiy summarized, we would say that
the quaiity of the offerings was gener-
ally poor, with a_steady market - for
heavyweight steers, butcher COWS and
breeay stockers and feeders, The cow
trade was good, with ‘a steady demand,
compared with last week’s prices. ‘Lhere
was a good demand for choice, handy-
weight butcher cattle, and more woultd
have been easily absorbed.
