In tile afternoon police court yes­
terday Magistrate Cohen dealt a blow 
at tiie use of stool pigeons in. enforc­
ing the early closing bylaw, and sev­

The incident arose out of seven 
charges laid against as many grocers 
tor selling after 7 p.m. In each In­
stance a stool pigeon, specially em­
ployed and provided with money, it 
was stated, by the Retail Merchants’ 
Association, had gone into these stores 
and made a few small purchases. On 
his way out he was met by Constable 
John McArthur, who took possession 
of the purchased goods, and summon­
ed the seller.

The cases were dismissed, with the 
additional remark that the police had 
no right to tempt people to do wrong.

GREAT COOPERATION

Ait the closing meeting of the Cana­
dian Independent Telephone Associ­
ation, held at the Carls-Rite Hotel 
yesterday, F. Dagger of the Ontario 
Railway and Municipal Board; said 
that the Bell Telephone Company 
was not keen tor rural business, as 
it did not pay, and If the independent 
companies could show that their 
service was efficient, but that they 
were unable to pay a reasonable re­
turn on their Investments, it would 
go far In satisfying the board as to 
the advisability of an Increase in 
the rates.

Premier prtiry was unable to meet 
the deputation yesterday on the ques­
tion of either taking over the Bell 
Telephone long distance system or In­
stalling the Hydro “wired wireless” 
in the rural districts, but he will 
arrange tor a meeting at some future 
date.

Because the expenses entailed In 
long distance business should be 
borne by that business, end owing to 
the fact that the independent com­
panies had no power to compel the 
Bell people tq apportion a Just re­
venue from the line charges 'to the 
companies concerned, a resolution 
was passed to the effect that a «de­
putation wait upon the Ontario Rail­
way and Municipal Board to put forth 
an argument as to why other line 
chargee should be retained until such 
charges should come under review by 
a Joint board of Dominion and On­
tario railway commissioners.

T. N. Deans, statistician 
Workmen’s Compensation Board, ex­
plained the benefits received from it, 
and quoted statistics on pensions, 
which showed how /both the work­
men and their widows were protected 
In base of accident or death. On­
tario, he said, had the most generous 
scale of compensation of any place 
In the world- to Injured1 workmen. In 
1*19 the board had paid $1.192,869.96 
In pensions; the total number of 
cidente had been 44,260. 
fatalities 429.- Over 100,000 people 
were dependent upon compensation, 
and over 500.000 workmen were under 
protection of the act.
