I Jv'r About 140. of the best prize horses, 
and 100 of the -best prize cattle of On­
tario and the Dominion, paraded yes­
terday afternoon at the Exhibition be­
fore thousands gathered in the grand­
stand. It was an occasion of pride 
to the majority of the (best breeders 
in the Dominion, and a revelation to 
the non-agricultural portion of -the 
population.

Among the horses showing was 
“Chillecofche," a standard bred horse 
belonging to Charles A. Burns of Tor­
onto, reputed to be one of the fastest 
standard breds in the world. Clydes­
dales, what there were of them, showed 
up well, but the outstanding cham­
pions, in appearance and weight, were 
undoubtedly Percherons, these evoking 
very favorable- comment from those 
witnessing the parade. Holsteins, in 
cattle, showed up exceptionally well, 
as did the -Herefords. The showing in 
-cattle -was exceptional. It was pointed 
out to The M*ofid that the parade 
would have ‘-been much larger but for 
the. lack -of, sufficient- help.- Some 
farmers had as many ae thirty prize 
animais, but hot enough help to get 
them in the parade. It was notable 
that at least 95 per cent, of all the ! 
cattle showing were thereto red stock, 
and also the younger caXtle were 
heavier than those showing at last 
year’s parade.

their children according to the latest 
improved methods of child welfare. 
The big grey motor car fitted up. as 
a surgical clinic with doctor and 
nurse in attendance confronts you in 
the centre of the exhibit. It is. an 
excellent device for bringing first­
hand practical treatment to children 
in out-of-the-way. places, for this car 
will tour the province at the close of 
the Exhibition.

The food that children should eat 
at various ages is well demonstrated 
at a model dining-room fitted with 
mosquito netting, and equipped with 
every convenience for cooking Chil­
dren’s foods. Adjoining the dining­
room is an exhibit of Children’s cloth­
ing—the proper kind for youngsters 
of ia.ll ages. • ' ■

In the matter of social disease, a 
subject that is causing much concern 
to all those who are Interested in the 
health of the people of this province,' 
an elaborate display is provided, 
shewing the .activities of the provin­
cial board of health in this very im­
portant work.

The, “Attract-o-scope,” which de­
monstrates by motion pictures ■ the 
terrible results of syphilis and gonor­
rhoea, and the best means of treat­
ment; attracts big crowds. Demon­
strations on preventive measures tor 
checking the spread of tuberculosis 
are given daily and should not be 
missed. They are both scientific and 
instructive.

In our country we are out of wheat, 
scarcely growing sufficient for our own 
needs, but we do send great quantities 
of mutton and meat to the old land, 
thus solving some of the great world 
problems.”

remaining
over and done until next year, 
the exception of a few 
cattle and horses, that were to be 
found in their stalls last night, the 
stables were ' deserted. While the 
sheep and swine wei*e practically all 
removed on Thursday, the exodus of 
horses and cattle did not takç placé 
until after the parade of prize­
winners, that commenced at 2 o’clock 
in the afternoon.

In comparison with former years, a 
falling off in the number of entries 
was a noticeable fact, but it is esti­
mated toy Exhibition officials that 
there were over 2,300 head of cattle, 
horses, sheep and swine exhibited. 
The quality in the majority of classes 
showed a marked Increase over pre­
vious year’s entries, which speaks 
well for Canadian breeders, as few 
shipments of British-bred cattle have 
arrived in the country since 1914. 
Shortage of farm labor and increased 
prices for feed are perhaps the two 
chief reasons for the entries being 
lighter than the previous year.

It was stated to The World yester­
