It was thought that about $5000 a
week could be raised by the assess-
ment, but it would look as tho a frigid
reception awaits the delegates who
have been named to approach the varl-
ous locals.

This was a view also expressed am-
ong the bosses yesterday, who think it
may reveal a lack of practical support
among the unions that may induce the
laborers to return to work upon the
old terms.

The discussion at the -directors’
luncheon yesterday was devoted almost
entirely to the dairying interests of
the country. .Hon. Thomas Ballantyne
said that the present-condition of the
chegse and butter trade was due large-
ly to the interest taken in it by dif-
terent ministers of agriculture, He
spoke of the first convention of dairy-
men at Ingersoll, when Sir John Car-
ling had made a grant of $500, whica
sufficed for their needs at that time,
Now the trade was in such an excellent
condition, thru their instructors, that
they <were improving the dairy pro-
ducts of England.

Prof, Dillon of Prince Edward Island
urged the importance of encouraging
competition in the manufacture of but-
ter. While Ontario still held the lead in
