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We shall climb the hills of difficulty till we get out of 
the clouds, knowing that beyond the Alps lies Italy. 
In order that we may have part in the coming of that 
day when Canada shall stand strong and pure in its 
national life, I believe we must be true to the condi­
tions of our Scottish parentage. We must be men of 
faith ; we must believe that God reigns. The fire that 
was brought across the seas by our fathers must burn 
steadily here ; the altar of God’s worship in home and 
church we must maintain, as those who want to live 
soberly, righteously, godly. We must let the reigning 
King take our hand and lead us ; we must have a 
vision of God and His Son Jesus Christ. Thus true to 
the spirit of the heroes of fame who wrought such 
great things for Scotland in olden times, we shall con­
tribute largely to the life and welfare of our beloved 
Canada.”
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
