NEW YEAR'S SERMON OF CARDINAL GIBBONS,

Conversion of Primitive

Christians and a Lesson

Applied to Today

The following report of Cardinal Gib-
bons’ New Year sermon in Baltimore
was brougat to the Times by a Protest-
ant clergyman of St. John who was so
impressed by the Cardinal’s words that
he felt the report should be published
here. The report says:—

In accordance with his long establish-
ed custom, Cardinal Gibbons appeared
yesterday in the pulpit of the Baltimore
Cathedral and preached hiis New Year
sermon. The usual large audience greet-

ed him, and following the services he:
held his New Year’s reception and greet-'
ed hundreds of persons. He took for his

subject “The Marvelous Conversion of
the Primitive Christians.” In tae course
of his sermon he said:

As this is the first Sunday in the
new year, it affords an appropriate oc-
casion to speak to you on the beginnings

of Christianity and its early history and
development. One of the most striking
phenomena of the Primitive Church was
the rigid diffusion of tae Christian re-
ligion in those days. It may be inter-
gsting and instructive to us to consider
some of the leading agencies which, un-
der the influence of Divine grace, oper-
ated so powerfully in the propagation
of the Gospel in that early period of her
existence.
