However, the premier had an 
opportunity of getting some idea of the 
situation and the outlook for the coming 
winter.

“The situation,” he said, “so far as I 
learn will require the earnest atten­

tion of the people and a full realization 
of its seriousness. I cannot offer any 
better advice to the people of New 
Brunswick at this time,” he continued, 
“than for those who 
lay in as large a supply of wood as is 
available for next winter’s fuel supply. 
The coal situation is bound to be very 
acute.”

Respecting steel shipbuilding in St. 
John the premier said he had gone into 
the matter while in Ottawa but at pres­
ent had no further announcement to 
make than had already been" made. He 
said that Colonel Duff, head of the Great 
Lakes Dredging Company, and who. is 
interested at the present time in steel 
shipbuilding operations at Midland 
(Ont.), expected to visit St. John at an 
early date in connection with the pro­
posed enterprise for Courtenay Bay.
