London, Aug. 18—S8o ecritical
"4idoes the government regard the
strike situation and so urgent
may be the need of instant legis-
lation, that the cabinet suddenly

decided that parliament should
not adjourn today as had been ar-
ranged. The adjournment was
delayed until Tuesday on motion
of Chancellor Lloyd George.

London, Aug. 18—At noon the strike or-
dered last night by the Amalgamated So-
ciety of Railway Servants and allied or-
ganizations of employes showed only a par-
tial success. Some .of the railway lines
were operating very few trains, while on
other roads the service continued prac-
tically normal. The union leaders this af-
ternoon expressed themselves as satisfied
with the respomse to the strike order.
They said that 200,000 men had quit work.

The military held possession of the sta-
tions along the lines not for the purpose
of interfering in the strike except to pro-
tect men desiring to work and to guard

, the property ‘of the companies.

50,000 Soldiers Assembled

Some 50,000 troops arrived in London
during the night and early morning found
them encamped at'points where they were
able to protect thérlines of communication
according to aiplan worked out wmonths
ago by a comniission composed of railroad
men and militkry men appointed to adopt
a-scheme: for ‘protecting lines in the
event of ~a foreign invasion. The plan
worked perfectly last night, and long be-
fore Londoners were about this morning
the various military units were at their
posts.

Should the strike become general, the
soldiers could help but little in moving
the trains as there are only three railway
companies of royal engineers. They, how-
ever, are able to protect the roads and the
men. working. The orders to the military
officers in this connection are strict. Bhere
is to be no firing over the heads of the
mob in case of a riot, but after the riot
act has been read, ball cartridges, with 100
rounds of which each soldier has been sup-
plied, are to be used.. The troops were
placed chiefly in the passenger and freight
depots and at the signal boxes, some of
which have already been disconnected by
wire cutting and attacked by stone throw-
ers, and at the tunnels, bridges and work-

Sheffield, Aug. 18—There has been con-
siderable rioting here. Troops and police
who were engaged in escorting wagons in
moving goods were obstructed by rowdies,
and compelled to use their batons, and
fate last night a gang of roughs attempted
unsuccessfully to tear up the tracks of the
Midland Railway. The lord mayor threat-
ens to requisition more troops if there is
a repetition of the disorder.

The Daily Graphic says: “We have had
a sudden revelation of unsuspected danger
to the very existence of the nation. Our
criminal courts ought to be empowered to
deal with such a conspiracy. The nation
must defend 1tself against its enemies,
whether it be under a foreign banner or in
our midst.’

“The strike is against the public and the
public have victory if they have the cour-
age of their convictions and a sense of
their own dangers,” says the Daily Mail.
“The public can end the strike and make
its repetition impossible.

In Liverpool

Liyerpool, Aug. 18—Liverpjool was com-
para(i\'cly quiet during the last twenty-
four hours following several days and
nights of turmoil and rioting growing out
of the strike of transport workers and al-
lied unions. Troops, however, continued
to guard all public buildings and patrol
the streets. That there were no serious
disturbances last night was partly due to
the fact that the electric light company,
by careful management, succeeded in keep-
ing the city lighted by smuggling men into
the power station to replace the regular
men who quit in sympathy with the
strikers. i

Until 8 o'clock last night the company
maintained only a limited supply of cur-
rent for illuminating purposes, but at that
time the street car service was suspended
and the additional supply of power thus
secured was diverted to lighting the
streets and hotels. The latter previously
had been deprived of all electric -lights. It
was necessary to close down the theatres
because of the use of their electric cur-
rent for street lighting, it being feared
that if the streets were in darkness rioters
again might give serious trouble.

BENEFIT BOTH WAYS.

Mr. J. F. Mattheson, writing to the
Montreal Herald, says:—

“The farmers can benefit by the. reci-
procity measure, and at the same time
the eonsumers be benefitted too. Many
instances might be given if space permit-
ted, in the meantime I give one.

“Take the articles of peas, tomatoes and
corn. The combine make a price which
they will pay the farmer and also make
the price they will charge the consumer.
The agent of the combine goes to the farm-
er and says, How much will you take for
your tomatoes? The farmer names the
price, the combine men say ‘No, that is
too much, we will not can tomatoes this
year, we will can something else. If you
agree to take our price -we will agree to
can sixty per cent of your goods. ‘He then
goes to the grocer to sell his canned goods.
The grocer asks him his price. He says
‘never mind the price, give me the quan-
tity of the tomatoes you want to sell and
the price will be fixed later on.” From the
growers of tomatoes he goes to the growers
of peas and corn and works the game in
the same way. Thus the farmer gets a
low price and sells but sixty per cent. of
his goods, and the rest may go to waste,
and the consumer pays a high price, which
is that of the combine.

“Much of the same argument is applied
to baled hay. and it is well-known that
the brewer buys barley at his own price.
When there was a heavy crop of these
things, the surplus would, under reciprocity
be sold in the United States for the bene-
fit of the farmer, and the country at large.
On the other hand months before vege-
tables and fruit were ready for market ‘n
Canada those of southern growth would
be sold in this country at reasonable
prices. Another fact which must not es-
cape observation,. is that under reciprocity
the farmer could import the corn, so much
needed for the fattening of cattle and
hogs.”
