Kingston Sabbath Reformation foriety,
As Amended at Annual Meeting, 21st January, 1869.

I. —The name of the Association shall be “ The Kingston Sabbath Reformation 
Society.”

II, _The object shall be to employ every legitimate instrumentality lor promot­
ing the sanctification of the Sabbath.

HI.__The Society shall consist of persons who “remember the Sabbath day to
keep it holy," and by money contributions or otherwise aid in preventing its pub. 
lie desecration

IV. _The oversight of the affairs of this association shall be entrusted to a Board
consisting of President, Vice-Presidents, Treasurer, and Secretary, with a Commit­
tee, with power to add to their numbers.

V. —That all Ministers of the tlospel who approve of the objects of the Society 
be ex officio members of the Committee.

VI. _Meettings for the transaction of business shall be called by the Secretary
as occasion may require.

VU._That an Annual Meeting shall be held in January, when a Report of the
proceedings of the Society shall be submitted to a new Board of Management.
