iron, sand and unleached ashes for 
the roots of growing plants. Fer­
ruginous material may be applied to 
the sojj when flowers are growing, or 
where they are to grow, by procur­
ing a supply of oxide of iron, in the 
form of the dark-colored scales that 
fall from the heated bars of iron 
when the metal is hammered by the 
blacksmiths.

Iron turnings and iron filings, 
which may be obtained for a trifle at 
most machine shops, should be 
worked into the soil near flowers ; and 
in a few years it will be perceived that 
all the minute fragments will have 
been dissolved, thus furnishing the 
choicest material for painting the 
gayest colors of the flower garden.
When there is an excess of vegeta­
ble mould in the flower bed, and a 
deficiency of silica or sand, the 
flower will never be so rich in color,, 
not so brilliant, as théy would be 
were a liberal dressing of sand, or. 
sandy loam, worked down into the 
bed, where the growing roots could 
reach it. If wood ashes canr be ob­
tained readily, let a dressing be 
spread over the surface of the 
ground about half an inch deep, 
and raked in.

A dressing of quicklime will be
found eSfcëftént for flowers ol every 

description. It is also of eminent 
importance to improve the fertility 
of the soil where flowers are growing, 
in order to have mature, plume, ^ipe 
seed. Let the foregoing materials’ 
be spread around the flower, and 
raked in at any convenient period of
