“Had the plaintiff a knàwièdge of the 
existence and location of the trestle be­
fore the accident?” Answèr, "Of hx 
existence about midday, but not of its lo­
cation.”

Judgment was therefore given for 
plaintiff in accordance with the jury’s 
findings, with all costs.

ATTEMPTED INCENDIARISM.

Fire in One of the Rooms in the Secon.i 
Story of the Louvre Hotel.

A deliberate attempt was made shortly 
before noon to-day to burn the Louvre 
hotel, a two-story brick building on lower 
Johnson street between Waddington al­
ley and Wharf street. In one of the 
rooms on the second floor, the partitions 
of which are of light wood covered on 
both sides with paper, a box of kindling 
wood had been placed and set on fire. 
The fire department was called by tele­
phone, and quickly responding, found the 
room full of fire, thé walls and ceiling 
burning brightly, 
the partition and in a very few minutes 
tli.: fire was out. There is a donbt about 
the origin of the fire, and the police 
busy trying to find the culprit.

A man named Mitchell who occupied 
the room states distinctly that when he 
left the room about thirty minutes be­
fore the fire' was discovered the box 
and kindling wood were not in the room. 
In fact there was no need of kindling 
wood on the second floor, as there were 
neither stoves nor grates in any of the 
rooms. It is thought that the wood 
carried up the back stairs of the hotel. 
Tbe police as yet have no clue to the cul­
prit.

The 
loss amounted to $25.
