some tim: past has been the subject of 
general remark. Its editorials are 
heavier than- lead 'and more insipid 
tlian dish-water.

The Globe last evening had an article 
on the local government in which it dis­
cusses the probabilities of a Provincial 
election in January, and the Telegraph 
offers his warning with an editorial on 
the same subject. The Globe deals with 
the matter from the stand point of an 
outsider who has no information on the 
point ; tiro Telegraph pretends to be in 
the confidence of the government and 
professes to be in a positon to state that 
the matter has not yet been considered 
by the government No one will be im­
posed upon by such a shallow device as 
this. There is no probabilities that the 
man from Penobsquis is in the confidence 
of the government or that they pay the 
least attention to his advice. His main 
object" in life of late has been to obtain a 
seat in the Legislative Council, but this 
prize which has been kept dangling lie- 
fore his eyes for a longtime, is likely to 
be given to another.

The Fredericton Gleaner is comforted 
by the thought that the wheat crop of 
Manitoba this year is not more than 
half an average one, only 14 bushels to 
the acre or altogether lietween eight and 
a half and nine million bushels. It 
thinks there is not much encouragement 
in this for the people of the North West. 
It is painfbl to have to deprive the 
Gleaner of such pleasuw* as it derives 
from the misfortunes Of the people of 
Manitoba, but the truth must • be told. 
Mr. John Mather, one of the largest 
shareholders in the great| Keewatin 
flour mill, has just returned from an ex­
tended tour in Manitoba, and he tells 
the Montreal Star that in Manitoba 
there will be from eight Ito ten million 
bushels of wheat for export ;or very 
nearly double the crop of last yeal* To 
this he adds:—The crop is of tlië best 
quality, nothing below No. 1 MAI* and 
bright in color. The barley crop i s 
below the average, but what there is is 
good, and the same refers to oats. The 
potato crop is good. My impression on 
the whole is, cousidering the population 
of Manitoba and the, [amount of money 
they are going to realise for their crops, 
that the province is by far the most 
prosperous in the Dominion.”

A party of the north shore lumber­
men headed by Mr. Snowball have thrown 
down the gauntlet tothe rest of the prt> 
vince on the question of redaction of 
stumpage, on timber' cut on the crown 
lands and appear determined to make 
this their issue against the local govern­
ment at the next general election. Should 
sncli be the case and this be the issue 
our friends at the north may rely upon 
the fact that by so doing they will give 
the Blair government a further term 
in office, for the rest of the province will 
never consent to see them displaced on 
any sncli unwarranted and uncalled for 
issue, which is got up merely for the 
purpose of taking money out of the pro­
vincial treasury to put into the pockets 
of certain individuals. Bo plain are the 
facts in this case and the inferences to be 
drawn from them so evident that we 
cannot see, how any unprejudiced 
pereon
such course as that of redaction of timber 
dues from the present modercte sum of 
$1.25 per M./or spruce and pine logs, and 
80 cents for cedar. The latter sum is 
indeed altogether too low and the govern­
ment instead of decreasing it should 
bring it up to the same scale as that of 
spruce and pine. Now what are the facts? 
We will take the lands on the Miramichi 
as an illustration since the chief dis­
content seems to be among the lumber, 
men on that river. Part of the timber 
lands on the Miramichi are granted to 
the New Brunswick Railway Co., and 
the New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
Land Co. Of the residue the greater part 
is ungranted. Now on these great granted 
tracts, which extend from a little above 
Botstown to and beyond the head of 
the South West and its branches, 
Miramichi lumbermen are not 
only willingly paying $1,50 per M. 
stumpage for spruce and pine logs, 
but are actually most auxious 
to obtain leases at such a rate of stump, 
age. Is this a state of facts that warrants 
any reduction of stumpage on the . part 
of the government? Whije_Mr1_L^nch_

per M., why should the man who logs on 
the NorthWest where the land is smooth­
er and the portage as short if not shorter, 
|wy less than $1.25 per M. Wc understand 
that some of the Miramichi lumbermen 
fay that the log haulers on the upper 
South West can get supplies hauled to the 
woods cheaper than can be done on the 
North West and part of the lower South 
West because the portage road is better 
Now we understand that when the Blair 
government a year or so ago offered to 
appropriate a sum of money for the pur- 
I>ose of making a good summer portage 
from the Northern and Western railway 
below Boistown northerly crossing, Bar­
tholomew’s river, Dungarvon and Renous 
and extending to the head of the Little 
South est, as well as to aid in clearing 
out some bad streams which ran through 
crown lands which were well timbered, 
two at least of the representatives of 
Northumberland declined to accept such 
an offer on the part of the Blair govern­
ment and compelled the withdrawal of 
the appropriation from the estimates.

But as a conclusive evidence of the 
falseness of the position assumed by these 
Miriamchi lumbermen, we have the fact 
before us that although they say that 
under the leases which they hold the 
stumpage is so high, that they cannot 
make a living in their business, they 
steadily refuse to surrender the same in 
case the government should decide upon 
a reduction of stumpaoe, knowing full 
well that were such done there would be 
lively bidding.

We even know of one instance where 
one of these discontented individuals 
sold at a very handsome premium one of 
these very leases the stumpage payable 
under which he is even now trying to 
have reduced.

For a number of years past we have 
heard a great deal in regard to the de­
cline of agriculture in the British Islands, 
especially in the growing of wheat. That 
the prices ot agricultural produce 
lower in England than they once were is 
undeniable, but that there has been any 
irreat amountof distress in consequence 
is not true. In 1868 the average price of 
wheat in England was 67s. 9d. a quart­
