The St. Eugene is now a branch of 
the Consolidated Mining & Smelting 
Co., of Canada.

Work by a company promoted by Mr. 
Chas. McKay, has begun on the margin 
of Moyie lake, with a vie* to the dis­
covery of "the St. Eugene- ore body ex­
tension, Which it is believed may be 
followed under the lake. The town of 
Moyie upon a pay roll of $40,000 per 
month is waxing fat.

The Sullivan mine and smelter have 
operated steadily throughout tiie year, 
and it is believed with favorable 
suits.

The North Star mine encountered 
new ore bodies during the year, and has 
been in quantity of lead produced, 
third on the list of shippers.

These mines, the Sullivan and the 
North Star, support the thriving towns 
of Marysville and Kimberley. The ter­
ritory lying up the St. Mary’s river be­
yond them, has remarkable mineral 
showings, and is bound to attract at­
tention.

Thet principal shippers from the Lar- 
deau country, Trout lake and Fergu­
son camps, have been the Silver Cup, 
and the Sunshine mines, the property 
of the Ferguson Mines Co., Ltd.

From Northeast Kootenay shipments 
have been made from the Paradise, 
Nettie M and B. C„ Athalmar mines, 
and by the Upper Columbia Transpor­
tation Company. The Arlington and 
Ymir mines and some smaller shippers 
from the line of the N. & F. S. railway 
(notably the Summit) have Vfiade sub­
stantial contributions to the total, and 
the copper-gold mines of the Boundary 
continue to afford some lead as a by­
product.

The ruling of the secretary, of the 
United States treasury imposing upon 
the total contents of certain zinc ores 
(formerly free) a duty of 20 per cent, 
ad valorum, has had the effect of shut­
ting off almost entirely zinc shipments.

An appeal against the ruling has been 
taken to the United States treasury 
board, and there is some prospect that 
the ores in question will be again 
placed on the free list.

The report of the commission ap­
pointed to investigate the zinc re­
sources of British Columbia has been 
printed and distributed. Copies may be 
had by application to the minister of 
inland revenue, Ottawa.

The commissioners, W. R. Ingalls and 
Phillip Argali, estimate that from prop­
erties already developed, a tonnage of 
spelter amounting to 12,000 tons per an­
num may be economically produced.

The report deals at length with the 
problems of concentration, separation 
and enrichment of these ores necessary 
to bring them to smelting grade, also 
with the questions of smelting, trans­
portation and marketing.

It is thought possible that the Domin­
ion government may be disposed to 
assist by way of bounty in putting this 
new industry upon its feet, and a de­
putation is now at Ottawa urging this 
action.

That the vision of 18 per cent, of the 

scholars at the Boys’ Central school is 
defective in both eyes and that of 
nearly twice as many defective in one 
eye, and they possessing sight which 
is only two-thirds normal, is the report 
of Principal Deane of the above men­
tioned school. Mr. Deane examined the 
boys, and, although he did not try them 
with long-sight tests, he found visual 
defects to the extent quoted above.

This matter was brought up at the 
meeting of the school trustees yester­
day afternoon by Trustee Dr. Hall, 
who, after readiiig the principal’s re­
port, made some strong remarks upon 
the existing condition of affairs. 
"There are over 20 per cent, of the 
scholars, probably double that number, 
who are laboring under difficulties on 
account of thefr defective sight. They 
may be backward in their work on this 
account, and, at any rate, they are 
handicapped. The figures supplied by y 
Principal Deane are sufficiently start­
ling to urge upon all the necessity for 
a proper systematic inspection and 
remedy. The only way this can be 
obtained is to impress upon the city 
council the urgent nature of our .re­
quest and to ask it to pay the city 
health officer to handle this work in 
the schools.”

A chorus of assent greeted Dr. Hall's 
remarks, and the matter was referred 
to the incoming board to take action.

Among tiie other important business 
before the board was a suggestion by 
Trustee Jay to the effect that F. M. 
Rattenbury be engaged to draw' up 
sketch plans of an addition to the High 
school, an extension to that building 
being necessary. #He said that the ac­
commodation at the High school was 
nearly exhausted at the present time 
in spite of the establishment of sub- 
High school classes, and there was, 
outside of this, a general congestion in 
the way of school accommodation. The 
policy of the school board this year 
should be along the lines of increasing 
this accommodation. Schools were 
urgently needed in Victoria West ancf 
North Ward, and the High school need­
ed the addition of another wing. He 
had spoken to Mr. Rattenbury in re­
gard to the matter, and the latter had 
offered to prepare sketch plans and an 
estimate for the use of the board. He 
had stipulated that, providing the trus­
tees did not decide to continue with the 
work, or if the by-law to raise the 
money did not pass, he would not 
charge for the plans. As there is only 
one time during the year, the end of 
January, when the board can ask the 
council to submit a by-law, be brought 
the matter before the board for its im­
mediate consideration. He thought 
that an additional w'ing would improve 
the appearance of the building, and 
would also provide about eight very 
commodious classrooms.

Dr. Hall said that he objected to hav­
ing the plans prepared by Mr. Ratten­
bury. The barn-like structure known 
as the Victoria High school was a spe­
cimen of that gentleman’s work, and 
he didn’t want any more of his work 
on the school.

As an instance of . the complicated 
nature of the work done by the court 
it is worthy of note that many women, 
lost votes because they innocently 
made false declarations.

The injured were removed from the 
chair car with less difficulty, and ap­
parently all were rescued alive.
"John Lynch, 19 years old, telegraph 

operator at Volland, who let the south­
bound train get by his station, where 
it was to pass the northbound train, 
made the following statement to-night 
before being taken to jail : “I had been 
awake all night and was sober. At 
about 4 o’clock this morning the dis­
patcher gave me some orders., One was 
that the southbound train would meet 
two trains at Volland instead of at 
Alta Vista, as previously arranged. The 
southbound train headed into a switch 
and- let one train pass, backed out of 
the switch and headed down the main 
line without waiting for the other 
train. I thought it was going to stop 
and take water as trains have been do­
ing, but instead, it went by at about 
ten miles an hour. The southbound 
board w'as at ‘danger’ according to the 
lever in the office, but the train did not, 
stop, and I ran out with my lantern, 
but with two swings across the track it 
went out. I then ran to the pump 
house, grabbed the pumper’s lantern, 
waved it a few times and it also went 
out. I also called the pumper, telling 
him what had happened. I went back 
and told the dispatcher that ^he south­
bound traflfc was by, and we waited to 
see if it was going to come back or hit 
the northbound train. I told the dis­
patcher that I was coming to Topeka, 
and w'as trying to get there when ar­
rested.”

between the shore of the British Col­
umbia mainland, at Bute Inlet, and 
Vancouver Island, with the object of 
establishing direct railway communi­
cation with Vancouver and Bsquimalt.
The report has been made by H. P.
Bell, C. B.. at the request of the Do­
minion department of railways and 
canals, and is dated Ottawa, Septem­
ber 11th, 1966.”

Continuing the ‘article says: “More 
than thirty years have passed since Sir 
Sanford Fleming made his report, just 
quoted, and the traffic between Van­
couver Island and the Mainland has in­
creased enormously in that time. Van­
couver, as a city and great rail-fray 
terminus was then almost unknown.
The interior of the island of Vancou­
ver was a wilderness known only . to 
Indians and hunters prepared to un­
dergo any hardships. What popula­
tion there was on the island was most­
ly congregated in Victoria, which the 
Princess Louise, when heh husband, the 
Duke of Argyle, as Governor-General, 
and Her Royal Highness were visiting 
the Pacific Coast, described in writing 
to her mother, the late Queen Victoria, 
as “half-way between Balmoral and 
Heaven.” Victoria is now an important 
residential city that, on account of its 
many advantages, great natural beau­
ty and delightful climate, has attracted 
large numbers of people of independent 
means from all over Canada and the 
United States to make their homes 
there, many of them finding easy and 
congenial occupation in cultivating 
small areas of fruit lands at consider­
able profit to themselves.

“As to Vancouver Island itself It is 
rapidly opening up in all directions, 
and the Sportsman to-day can reach 
its remotest fastnesses with as little 
hardship and discomfort as may be ex­
perienced in the Scotch Highlands. The 
mineral resources of the island, espe­
cially coal, have been developed steadi­
ly, and the^annual output is now large, 
w'hile the agricultural, commercial and 
industrial sections of the community 
are all increasingly prosperous. The 
Canadian Pacific Railway Company 
own a very large area of land on Van­
couver Island, and have announced 
their attention of clearing at least 150,- 
000 acres of it next yea*. It is proposed 
to sub-divide this large tract into small 
fruit farms, and to assist settlers to lo­
cate upon these without the wearing- 
out process of breaking in virgin soil 
for cultivation where it is covered with 
heavy timber. Although Vancouver 
Island has developed In a wonderful 
way since 1874, Mr. Bell reports that 
in his opinion the time is not yet ripe 
for bridging the Seymour Narrows.

A' motion was carried to the effect 
| that Mr. Rattenbury be asked» to pre­
pare the plans and estimates.
