Mr. Sifton has |
done wall in stirring up the dry bories
in his department, and no one can prop-
erly find fault if he has succeeded in im-
proving his staff and at the same gime
effected "an. economy.; The ‘Globe gom-
mends M Sifton’s coupse in the follow-
ing remarks, which-are pretty supe to
be endorsed by the country at large:’
“It is grntif_ving that Mr., Sifton has
had the courage to do his duty to the
public; dithough: thiat duty entailed the
disagreeable tuask of  di%missing unnec- !
essary employees and removing several
who were nodt suited to their positioas.
Those who sce little or nothing in pub- |
lic administration exicept the providing
of salaries or situations for frie~ds and |
supporters raise the cry of the ‘spoils |
system,” and claim that the reorginiza-
tion has been effecfed to provide places
for Liberals. A scrutiny ef the changes |
made effectually disposes of such =
charge. Every one was #bsonlutely mec-
essary to the efficient and economic ad-
ministration of departmental affairs.
Superfluious employees have bedn dis-
missed, and mo one has been retained
whose services could not return ade-
quate value_to the pecple. Necessary
employees in positions suited to their
capacity have not been distarbed. In
all other cases Mr. Sifton has taken the
widest liverty, and if he had failed to
do so he would not have discharged his
full duty to the iaxpayers. His course
must be judged by its results.- Ia that
regard he.is responsibe: to the people.

SURFACE RIGHTS.

In some cases. confusion has arisen ip
regard to land titles founded on rights
to mineral claims. A few years ago,
when the mineral right carried with it
surface rights, there was no trouble, bit
since the change ordered by the legisla-
ture there has been plenty of chance for
the raising of disputes, especially where
townsites are involved. Those whio have
recently ‘undertaken “jumping”’ projects
on the strength of what they were told
was a court judgment were undoubtedly
laboring under a mistake, but cases may
arise where innocent purchasers of
townsite lots will lose their money
throsgh want of a title. If the hold- '
ers of mineral claims are not .to be al-'
lowed to secure the gurface rights, then 4
they should mot be allowed to registef
and sell them as townsites, Even in
that event there would still be a chance
for confusion, since the holder of the
mineral claim can use the surface for
mining purposes. The Nelson

Tribune
offers the following in conmection with
this matter, which we are heartily free
to approve: ‘“Assurances come from Vie-
toria that the government during the
present session will pass legislation with
a view to straightening out the tangle
in which surface rights have become in-
volved throughout the mimning districts
by the reservation of the surface of min-
eral claims by the government. It is quite
likely that the government will make aa
amendment to the Mineral Act by which
the owners of all the claims may ag
quire the surface rights to their claims
upon the payment of $5 per acre. The
gévem.mer}t by this means will receive
the ‘price of first-class land for the area
covered by the claims. It will not work
any bardships upon mine owners, since
if a mining claim has any value, $250
per claim for surface rights would not
cut much of a figure. Such legislation
would also tend to clear up many dis-
putes as to title throughout Kootenay.
It does not follow that the government
would compel mine owners to purchase
more of the surface than they required,
but even from the sale of such surface
areas as are or 'arelikely t6 come into
dispute the 'governmenit by this méayi)s.
would " reeetve ‘'t stitidtatitial - revehue,:.
and titles would be clearéd to valuable

townsite lamds.*
