Mr. J. S. Robertion, Toronto, Secre­
tary of the Canadian Temperance League: 
“I do not think, in view of the eraallneei 
of the majority, that the Government 
would be justified in legislating on the 
lines of prohibition. Considering the con­
ditions of the federation of the Provinces, 
each legislation at the present time would 
nob be justifiable. Much ам I would like 
to aee prohibition, the vote has shown 
that prohibition at the present time is 
impossible, especially with a large major­
ity from one of the provinces against it. I 
doubt whether the Government, even if 
it attempted to make a prohibitory law, 
could paaa it. Looking at the matter 
from a Dominion standpoint and ee a 
citizen, I certainly think that the Govern­
ment should not attempt a prohibitory 
law.”

Halifax Recorder “It whs not the 
action of the liquor-dealers that ltd to the 
unsatisfactory result from a Prohibition^ 
point of view—nobody will pretend that 
there could not have been a much larger 
vote cast against Prohibition if sup­
posedly interested quarters had instituted 
a campaign. It was not an anti-tem­
perance sentiment. It was «imply in­
difference on the part of three-fourths of 
the electors ; and this being so, it indi­
cate* that the country does not call very 
loudly, now, for the enactment of a 
prohibitory law. The question in this 
form is probably set at rest for a good 
many years.”

Rev. William Patterson, Toronto, said : 
*4 do not think the Government should 
enact a prohibitory law under the circum­
stances, the majority of Quebec and the 
cities being ao great that it would be 
hard to enforce it.”

Rev. E. E. Scott, Toronto :—“A pro­
hibitory law could be very well enforced 
in Manitoba and British Columbia. It 
could not be enforced in the whole Domin­
ion, with Quebec so strongly against it, 
but in the North-west, cut off, aa it is, 
from Ontario and the eastern provinces, 
■landing solidly together, it could be en­
forced. As for Quebec, there are already 
local option laws in one-third of the 
parishes there.”

NOHCE TO HOLDERS OF 
TIMBER LICENSES

Kythlesl (Mold aad Lumber.
The Halifax Chronicle of last Friday 

says :—“W. W. McLellan, barrister, 
who was one of the exploring party who 
went from here on the schooner A. H. 
Hardy » couple of months ago to Labra­
dor, arrived back yesterday, having left 
the sehooner at Mulgrave and come to 
the city by rail.

“Mr. McLellan says they visited every 
bay and liver to a distance of 100 miles 
north of Nain. They did not go up 
Hamilton Inlet, bat interviewed parties 
who had been up. The party were sat­
isfied that there is but little gold in 
Labrador. The country is of a moun­
tainous, granite nature, and there is 
very little good timber to be found. 
They found mica, but in pockets only, 
and not in streaks. They also found 
quantities of halradorite, a blueieh atone, 
and bronght home a lot of it.

“Mr. Williston came up by rail with 
Mr. McLellan, the rest of the paity 
stayed on the vessel. Before they left 
Labrador they experienced pretty cold 
weather. They ate satisfied that the 
reported discoveries of gold quartz and 
good timber are mythical.”

lantic seaboard for the purpoae of en­
gaging in the ocean trade. Wp have 
one in the Miramlchl at the present 
time—the steamer John J. Hill—which 
ia diechaiging oil at Chatham and New­
castle and is to proceed to Campbellton 
to land 1000 tons of railway iron. It 
ія stated in a Montreal deepatch of 4th 
inat that thirty-five upper lake veasela 
and five steamers are on their way 
down the St Lawrence and will en­
deavor to run the rapids, to participate 
in the Atlantic trade. They have been 
chartered by New York and Massachu­
setts shippers, and the move ia the 
result of an experiment made some 
time ago, when a large vessel success­
fully ran the St Lawrence rapids, in 
eluding those of Lachine.

Although prohibition hue won s nominal 
victory, it must not be forgotten that the 
mnjority of the electorate of Cansda has 
expressed no opinion on the question. 
It may be argued that, having chosen to 
refrain from voting, they should be alto­
gether disregarded in »ny decision which 
the government mgy make in th* matter, 
but we rather t^ink that men of moderate 
views and sound judgment will not Uke 
that view of the case. Even from the 
view point of the strongest prohibitionist 
there is one serious difficulty in the w»y 
of enforcing a prohibitory liquor lsw 
in Canada. The difficulty may not be 
insuperable, but it undoubtedly 
ists. It appears that in £he Iqrge 
cities of Canada the vote is either strong­
ly unfavorable to prohibition or the 
number of votes polled ie small in pro- 
poitiento the number of voters. That 
in the main is indicate of a sentiment 
in the great centres of action hostile, or, 
what is almost equally as dangerous, in­
different to the enforcement of prohibition. 
There the difficulty arises. A prohibi­
tory law would be mainly directed 
against thp «ties which aye the strong­
holds of the liquqr traffic and in those 
centres the necessary public opinion 
would not support the enforcement of 
the law. No matter how strong the 
prohibition sentiment in the rural 
districts might be, it would be difficult 
to suppress the liquor trade jo fhe pities 
where tfiat sentiment is lacking,

A Montreal despatch to the St. John
Globe leys ;----- 4,The prohibitionist! ere
surprised at the smallness of the majority 
in Ontario, but are much gratified by the 
showing of the Maritime Provinces. 
They express some surprise at the re­
ductions compared with the provincial 
plebiscites, but the total number of votes 
cast is so smell that it pan hardly be 
looked upon as representing the feeling 
of the country.”

The St. John Bicoid says i—“Hon. Q. 

E. Foster told the Record this morning 
that considering all the circumstances he 
thought the prohibition vote to date was 
magnificent.

Extracts from Act of Assem­
bly 60, VictA. D. 1897.r-

The property to the amount of Five Hundred 
dollars of a wife deserted by her husband and com­
pelled to support herself ; and where the whole 
porperty owned by a widow, as well the place where 
she resides as elsewhere, to under the value of 
Fifteen Hundred dollars, and such widow supports 
minor children of her own or of her deceased hue - 
band, her property in the parish where she resides 
shell be exempt from Uxetion to the extent of Two 
Hundred dollars ; and also to tne extent of One 
Hudred dollars for each minor child wholly support­
ed by her. If ehe has no property in tbe parish 
where ehe resides, then such exemption shall be 
allowed in the place where such property is situât - 
ed ; but each exemption shall not apply or extend 
to school taxes.
