SORDID HOTEL MURDER
BAFFLES BOSTON POLICE

Stewart McTavis, of East Gardner, Found Dead in Hotel Florence With Bul-
let Hole In Eye and Head a Mass of Bruises---Revolver and Bloody Axe
Found In Adjoining Room--Evidences of Wholesale Debauchery --- Pro-
prietress of House, Discovered Drunk In Kitehen, Is Arrested But De-
nies All Knowledge of Deed.

Cambridge, Mags, July 23.-Through
ll'ne discovery today of the body of
Stewart McTavis lylng fully clothed
on a bed in the Hotel Florence near
the Cambridge courthouse with a bul
let hole in one eye and one side of
his face and head a mass of brulses,
the police of this city are confronted
with a sordid murder, upon which, up
to a late hour tonight they had been
unhable to throw any lght. Mrs. Ell
zabeth Richmond, aged 46 years, the
proprietress of the hotel, who was
found apparently under the fnfluence
of liquor on the kitchen floor, adjoin:
Ing the McTavis room, was detained
ag a withess, but a rigld examina-
tion by the police falled to bring forth
any statement from the woman other

than that she denfed everything
As Mrs, Richmond appeared in a
dazed condition until late tonight, the
police were obliged to walt until to
morrow to galh any information from
her. Right men and two women were
found in the house at the time and
who are sald to have shown traces
of having used lquor during the day,
were also detained as witnesses. A
revolver anid a bloddy axe were found
in an empty bedroom near the room
where McTavis was found, but with
the exception of bloodstains in this
room and McTavig' room, none was
found elsewhere, Me'Tavis'  watch
and o large roll of money, which he
is sald to have hag with him when he
went to the hotel, are missing.

The body was found by Timothy
Clifford, a blacksmith, who lves at

the hotel. Wishing to speak to Me-
Tavis, Cliford searched throughout
the house, finding Mrs. Richmond in
a dazed condition on the kitchen floor
and MecTavis' body in an adjoining
room, He immediately notified the
police, who at once detalned all the
people found in the hotel.

MeTavis, who was employed at the
state insane hospital at East Gard:
ner, started on a three weeks' va-
cation Tuesday and on Wednesday
