ABOLISHED

Names Indicating Sovereignty

Prohibited—"Liower Nobil-}

ity” Retains Cognomens.

Berlin, July 28.—The law abolishing
all special privileges of the nobility,
prescribed by the Prussian and Ger-
man constituticns, has passed the
Prussian Diet almost without atten-
tdon or debate. With it disappears in
Prussia such predicates as Royal or
Serene Highnesses; the right of con-
ferring titles of nobility; and the
various traditional legal advantages
of the higher hobility, such as ex-
eniption from arrest, trial only before
special courts, and control over the
conduct of members of the family,
particularly in th e matter of mar-
niege.. The law applies in its wording
to the entire nobility, but as the so-
called “lower nobility,” . including
counts, countesses, barons and baron-
essee possesded no special privileges,
it seriowsly affects in practice only
the members of the “higher nobility,
as members of ruling or former sov-
, ereign houses ar estyled.

The provision by fhich the special
“house laws” of such families, gov-
erning marriage, divorce, and placing
under tutelage of family members, are
abolished, is of special interest to a
number of American women, married
merganatically or “by the left hand”
to members of sovereign or mediat-
ized houses, and their descendants.
As not “equally born,” they were de-
nied thé fulleffulgence of their con-
sorts, and of wives qualified by the
necessary “‘sixteen quartexings” (high
nobtlity ' parentage for four genera-
tions) to marry with the elect; they
woere not entitled to bear the family
name and title, but were compelled
to pasis through life as countesses or
baronesses by the side of their royal
or princely comsorta. All distinction
between regular and monganatic mar-
riages now disappears, and with re-
trouctive effect, so that the Amepican
woman who has married, or marries,
in the future, a Prussian prince of
unequal birth, her descendants are
entitled to the designation of prince
and the family name, instead of fne
lower title hitherto assigned to them.

The law does not abolish titles of
nobility as such, but only those indi-
cating sovereign rnights, so that
princes and princesses, counts and
countesses, barome and baronesses,
are still privileged to distingu®h
themselves by the old titles, though
with one minor and rather amusing
restriction, arising from the fedegal
cpnstitution According to this, the
predicate of nobitity now is consid-
ered only as a part of the name so
that it is no longer legally correot to
speak of a “Princess,” “Countess” or
“Baroness” of So-and-So, but only, for
example, of “Mns. Prince Hohenzol
lern,” “Mrs. Count Elphberg” or “Mra.
Baron Berckheim.”

The exception, abolishing titles
based on rights of sovereignty, is to
obviate the present legal abnormdl-
ity, under which' there was nothing in
the law of republican Germany to
prevent William of Hohenzollern or
his descendants from calling himselt
“King of Prus " The Minister ot
Justice is also given a right of con-
trol over the action of formerly sov-
ereign families, who are entitled to
choose as the future appellation of
the family one cof the various design-
ations which the families have accum-
ulated in the course of the centuries,
s0 that the minister could, should he
think fit, lay a veto against selection
of a panticular designation tendia
to keep aulive territoriatli pretentions
of the monarchist houses. He might

~perhaps hesitate to approve the use ot

¢ of the Hohenzollerns.

Such is the law and ¢
legal statas of the P fan nobility.
What, however, no 1 and no deci-
sions of “the masses” can probably
affect 1s the social position and the
inner relationssip of these old dynas-
tic families which, as the example of
France has shown, persist in the
hearts of the family membery and ot
their followers, despite all legislative
enactments to the contrary. The lead-
ing membens of the Hohenzollerns,
the Wittelsbachs, the Guelphs ‘and
other royal families will probably be
as particular to keep alive their pms»|
tige and the pretensions of the family
by contracting only the prescribed
kind of marriages with their “gquals™
and observing the abolished "house
law,” as the Bonapartes and Bour-
bons. The barons and countesses in
Germany will continue to enjoy the
old soclal efulgence and thei rtitles
the old matrimontial value, as iz the
case of their counterparts in repub-
lican France.

Government Proposes Giving
Workers Part in ge-
ment — Directors Oppose
Scheme.

London, July 23.—According to the
American Chamber of Commerce In
Lordon, the proposals of the British
Government for the future working ot
the rallways involve the amalgama-
tion of the whole into a number of
groups limited to seven,

Each of the groups will be ocon-
trolled by a board of management,
consisting of shareholders, who will
form the majority, administrative ot-
fictalks and workens. The latter win
thus hve a direct share in the man-
agement of the industry.

Rates and fares will b fixed "at
fuch a leve! as to enable the railway
companies to earn a revenue equiva-
lent to the combined net pre-war rev-
enue of the campanies absorbed in
the group. Of any surplus revenue,
of the companies absorbed, the gov-
ernment will take a share to form a
fund for the development purposes
and for other purposes in connection
with transport

The protection of the general pub-

lic will be assured by the right of the
state fo demand adequate services
and adequate facilities, and in order
to obtaln economical working, com-
pensation beiween the groups will be
stopped. No financial guarantee will
be given by the government.
The new plan, says the chamber,
has already been severely criticized
as unworkable. The railway board
of directors will hold a meeting at an
early date to consider what action
will be necessary to convince the gov-
ernment that it will not accept the
ocheme or even agree to help in its
working.
