Seattle, Sept. 24—A fleet of 134
ocean carriers totaseng 1,003,200
weight tons in cargo capacity and
manned by crews totailing more thaw|
8,000 men, is operating from Seattle
on the trade lanes of the seven seas.
This fleet is - more than double the
number of ships in service here in
1914, and the cargo capacity aiso »
Gauble that of six years ago. In August,
1914, the overseas lines pumbered 11,
today they total 24, and this fall Seat-
tle is to have for the first time in its
history a direct line of American-
owned passenger steamships between
this part and the Orient.

It is reported here that representa-
