efficiently undeptaken by the chaln of
euployment officés throughont Can-
ade  The omployment offices in each
municipality atéd linked up provinelal
lv. through the provincial authorities:
ard national clearing houses are pro
vided for in sevaral cities iy the fod
eral authorities; to taintatn iines of
ccmunication between the provinelal
organizationn,

Half of the cost 8f administering the

en ployment offices, in everv city, {a
borne by the federal treasury, though
the provincial authorities are respon.
s'blp for appointing the staff in cach
office. The Nalf share in the cost ef

acdministration is paid by the tederal
government, onty under certaln condd-
tions. The provinclal authorities are
réquired to organizo local advisory
ceuncils, to link op the public Interpst
with the employment offices In each lo-
Gality. The councils are supposed to
oensist of an eqdill numher of repro-
sectatives of the employing interests
and of the wage earners, inelnding ro-
presentatives of the organized ex-ser-
vice men.

The federal government has stited
